We 
are celebrating the good news 
that the Son of God has been born and 
came to wash away the sins of the world. 
Let’s continue spreading the story of Christ 
through our actions and kind words this 
Christmas season. 

Keeping in the holiday spirit, many people 
have already been in the hustle and bustle 
of the season. Maybe some of you got your 
Christmas shopping out of the way early 
and now are decorating and prepping for the 
25th. One thing is for sure. When it comes to 
the holidays, everyone has their own year-
ly traditions of how they choose celebrate 
Christmas. It could be what day the Christ-
mas tree goes up, or taking a photo and 
sending out a Christmas card, or even read-
ing the story of Jesus’ birth every Christmas 
morning. Whatever the case may be, these 
traditions are followed and passed down 
from generation to generation. Our tradi-
tions hold many stories and good memories 
we can look back on with great fondness. 

When it comes to our Slovak roots, we too 
have many Christmas traditions many of us 
still practice today. Slovaks have preserved 
their faith through sacred signs and symbols 

used both in the Church and at 
home for various celebrations. 
One you may partake in, or re-
member from your childhood, is 
having a traditional Christmas 
Vilija. 

For those not familiar with 
what a Christmas Vilija is, the 
word Vilija means the “Vigil” or 
eve of Christmas with its “boun-
tiful supper” (Štedrỳ Večer). 
This dinner is dedicated on 
Christmas Eve after preparing 
in the four weeks of Advent for 

the coming of Christ. 
The tables are prepped and set with an 

abundance of food. Some may place hay 
on the floor to represent the manger, while 
others may opt for candles and décor. The 
plates are set for the entire family, along 
with one empty place in case an unexpect-
ed guest arrives. However, many believe an 
even number of plates is required. Supersti-
tion goes, if an odd number of plates are at 
the table, the last person to the table would 
experience illness or death in the coming 
year. 

Everyone comes to dinner hungry and 
fasts until the first star is spotted when 
dinner can begin, symbolic for the Star of 
Bethlehem. Following the meal entails many 
carols, presents, and enough time to make 
midnight Mass.

Each dish on the table has a different 
symbol or meaning as to why it is part of 
the supper. In some cases, a superstition 
became associated with a particular food or 
symbol.  Although different regions of Slova-
kia have made their own adaptations, all re-
gions share some basic elements. Here are 
several examples of what is typically served 
at a Christmas Vilija and what these dishes 
represent with the Savior’s birth.  

Oplatky Wafer
These unleavened wafers, broken up 

for the table, symbolize Christ, the Bread 
of Life, as well as unity and friendship. In 
some traditions, the father and mother give 
children or guests a wafer with honey on it, 
which represents our ability to see Christ in 
each person despite their faults.

 They may also trace the sign of the cross 
with honey on the forehead of the children 
to symbolize the “sweet burden” of following 
Christ’s commandments.

The Nativity of the Lord (Vigil Mass)
Lectionary 13

This year the last Sunday of Advent falls on Christmas Eve; to accommodate this coin-
cidence I chose to reflect on the scripture readings for the Vigil Mass of Christmas, which 
takes place late in the afternoon or early in the evening of Christmas Eve.

We first hear a proclamation from the prophecy of the Book of Isaiah, a prophet whose 
words are often read during Advent. In words filled with anticipation Isaiah indicates that 
the people of Israel were suffering, yet held great hope for the future. In fact, Isaiah says 
that their future exaltation will exceed their past greatness: “Nations shall behold your vin-
dication, and all the kings your glory; you shall be called by a new name pronounced by 
the mouth of the Lord.” The prophet assures the people of Israel: “No more shall people 
call you ‘Forsaken,’ or your land ‘Desolate,’ but you shall be called ‘My Delight,’ and your 
land ‘Espoused’” (Isa 62:2, 4).

This promise of salvation from their enemies and glory in the sight of the nations is 
followed by an excerpt from Saint Paul’s preaching in the Acts of the Apostles. Paul was 
trying to share the Good News with some of his fellow Jews as he traveled through the 
region of Pisidia, which is part of modern-day Turkey. He drew a connection for them 
between King David—a figure we hear much of in the Advent season—and Jesus Christ: 
“‘I have found David, son of Jesse, a man after my own heart; he will carry out my every 
wish.’ From this man’s descendants God, according to his promise, has brought to Israel 
a savior, Jesus” (Acts 13:22).

Paul tried to proclaim Christ to the Jews of Pisidia but received little response; this gave 
him the conviction that while never abandoning his fellow Jews (see Romans 11:25-29) 
he must turn his efforts toward the gentiles (see Acts 13:44-52). Paul spent the rest of his 
life pursuing his goal of evangelizing the gentiles and bringing to them the message that 
they too can share in the salvation promised to Israel by Isaiah and all the prophets of old. 
This message that the gentiles can experience the very same vindication and glorification 
that the Jewish people have been promised is also discovered in the beautiful reading 
from the Gospel of Matthew, which offers us Jesus’ genealogy.

There is a shorter form of this reading that is allowed to be read at mass but I hope 
you hear the entire passage, containing as it does the record of our Lord’s ancestry going 
back forty-two generations. These generations are defined by many names that remind 
us of the long journey of the people of Israel with the Lord; this is perhaps best seen in 
the very opening verse of the Gospel, where Jesus is directly related to the figures of 
David and Abraham, quintessential representatives of the Jewish people: “The book of 
the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham” (Matt 1:1).

At the same time these many generations also contain some names that call to mind 
how the gentile nations had already been woven into God’s plan for the redemption of 
all his children: figures such as Rahab of Jericho, Ruth the Moabite, and Uriah the Hittite 
show us that even in the days of the Old Testament God was working out the salvation of 
all who believed in him, Jew or Gentile alike.

As we celebrate the Nativity of Jesus in Bethlehem this Christmas, let our hearts rejoice 
that he whose name means “salvation” (see Matt 1:21) has indeed brought salvation for 
all his people, including us in his promise made through Isaiah: “No more shall people call 
you ‘Forsaken’…but you shall be called ‘My Delight!’”

President’s Message
Bobalki, Orechovník and Mákovník    	
These are small biscuits, or balls of baked dough, seared in hot milk and mixed with 

poppy-seed and/or nut. Poppy-seed rolls are thought of as sweet delicacies and remind us 
of Baby Jesus who brought joy into a sinful world.  

Mushroom Soup
A tart soup, usually made with sauerkraut, brine and dried mushrooms, represents the bit-

terness of life without Christ and/or the bitterness of Good Friday. Mushrooms, in particular, 
symbolize prosperity as they are grown without being planted.

Peas
Peas are served to remind us of our thankfulness for the fruit of the earth. Sometimes 

peas and other vegetables are placed on the corners of the table as a reminder of the good 
year and to ensure the next will be just as good.  

Fish 
Previously, it was practiced meat should not be eaten for Christmas Eve, hence why fish 

is the main course. Fish is thought to symbolize Christ who is the fisher of men and per-
formed the miracle of the loaves and fish.

It is bought live the week prior from the market and taken home. Families would keep the 
fish in their bathtub to swim around in until it came time to be cleaned and cooked for the 
meal. While setting the table, a scale is placed under the table cloth which is believed to 
secure money and multiply it within the next year.

Apples
Apples are served in honor of Adam and Eve, whose feast day is observed on December 

24. An apple is cut in half to determine what the next year will bring. If the seed forms a star, 
there will be a happy and healthy year. However, if the seeds form a cross, there will be 
hardships in store for the future. 

Walnuts 
Nuts were a must when it came to prepping the table and, as the night went on, were 

thrown into the corners of the room. This custom symbolizes abundance in the family year-
round.

 Walnuts also are cracked open at the supper as another way to determine what the next 
year has in store for each person. A good nut means a good year is coming, but, if the nut 
is rotten, bad luck may be expected. 

Garlic
Garlic was another must have at the dinner table. A clove of garlic was not only used as 

an effective and natural remedy, but is also thought to ensure good health, humility and 
goodness. Garlic sometimes is thought of as a symbolic dish with the bitter taste represent-
ing the bitterness in the world before Christ or sin. 

These were just a few common dishes served at a traditional Vilija. I hope this information 
helped some Members rediscover the beauty and meaning behind our Slovak traditions, 
or introduced others to our heritage. Once again, depending on what region of Slovakia’s 
traditions you celebrate, there can be many more dishes to serve and meaning behind each 
course. 

A Vilija is a tradition I continue to partake in each year. I enjoy reminiscing about the 
history as well as the good memories I had celebrating with my family and continue to pass 
down. I encourage everyone to consider attending a Christmas Vilija or incorporate some 
Slovak traditions in your own celebration this year. 

On behalf of my wife Theresa, my family and the Home Office staff, we wish you a very 
blessed and Merry Christmas. I hope everyone enjoys this time and reflects on the joy Christ 
has brought into our lives. I also look forward to the upcoming year, reflecting on all the good 
times our Society has celebrated in 2023. Let us go into the new year continuing to welcome 
others and grow our Society to be stronger than ever. I am excited to see what the new year 
has in store for us all.

• Wine

PIROHY
1 cup flour
About 4 tablespoons water
1 egg
Mix flour and egg with enough water to 

make a soft dough; kneed well. Roll out on 
floured board until thin. Cut into squares. 
Place 1 teaspoon filling on each square. 
Fold in half, making a triangle. Pinch edges 
well to keep filling inside. Drop into boiling 
salted water and cook until they rise to sur-
face. Cook 5 minutes longer. Rinse in colan-
der with hot water. Drain. Pour melted butter 
over pirohy and serve.

Cheese Filling
1/2 cup dry cottage cheese
1 egg yolk
1 teaspoon butter
pinch salt
Mix together
Potato Filling
1 large potato cooked and mashed
1 tablespoon butter
(Optional-grated cheese to taste)
Lekvar may be used as filling. Cooked 

sauerkraut may also be used as filling. Drain 
and rinse sauerkraut in cold water. Brown 
diced onion in shortening, add sauerkraut. 
Cook for a few minutes.

BREAD FOR  
CHRISTMAS EVE

1 package dry yeast
1/2 cup lukewarm water
1/8 teaspoon salt
1 tablespoon sugar
4 tablespoons sugar
6 cups flour
1 teaspoon salt
4 tablespoons salad oil
Dissolve yeast in warm water with 1/8 tea-

spoon salt and 1 tablespoon sugar. Set in 
warm place to rise. Sift 6 cups flour in deep 
bowl, add 2 cups warm water, 4 tablespoons 
sugar, 1 teaspoon salt, 4 tablespoons salad 
oil.

Knead well and set aside to rise. When 
double in bulk, punch down, let rise sec-
ond time until double. Punch down. Divide 
dough in two. Shape one part into round 
bread, cover and let stand 20 minutes. 

Punch down and reshape. Place in greased 
pan. Allow to rise until double in bulk. Bake 
at 350 degrees for 1 hour.

Note: The second part of this dough will 
be use for Bobalky.

CHRISTMAS EVE 
 BOBALKY

Use other half of above dough for bobalky. 
Knead and roll on floured board into rope. 
Cut and roll into balls about 1 inch in diam-
eter. Place on floured pan, let rise 15 min-
utes. Bake at 350 degrees for 10 minutes 
or until just slightly brown. Cook then place 
in deep bowl, pour boiling water over just to 
soak a little. Drain in colander. Then place in 
serving dish, heat honey with a little water, 
pour over bobalky.

Mix 1/2 cup ground poppyseed and 1/4 
cup sugar and then add to bobalky. Let 
stand several hours in cool place (or refrig-
erator) for several hours before serving.

Note: some bobalky are served with 
sweet cabbage or sauerkraut. Sautee cab-
bage or sauerkraut with onion in salad oil, 
then mix with bobalky.

NUT ROLLS
8 cups flour
2 cups milk (scalded)
4 egg yolks
1 cup sugar
1 large yeast or 3 envelopes dry yeast
1/2 pound butter
1/2 pound oleo or crisco
1 tablespoon salt
1 1/2 teaspoons vanilla
Dissolve yeast in 1 cup lukewarm milk. 

Stir well. Add sugar, shortening and salt to 
rest of the milk and cool. Beat egg slight-
ly and add to mixtures, then add the yeast 
mixture to the rest of the lukewarm mixture. 
Put half of the flour in a bowl and add the 
above mixture a little at a time. Mix well. Add 
remainder of flour to make soft dough using 
just enough flour to knead without sticking. 
Cover. Let rise double in bulk.

Keep in warm place. Takes about 2 hours 
to rise. Knead down a little to get out puff-
iness. Divide into 6 parts and let stand 
10 minutes. Roll out and spread with nut 
mixture. Roll tightly and place on greased 
baking sheet and let rise about 1 hour and 
bake in 350 degrees over 35 to 40 minutes. 
Brush each roll with slightly beaten egg be-
fore baking. Brush with melted butter after 
baked.

NUT MIXTURE
4 pounds nuts (ground)
4 cups sugar
1 stick butter (melted)
1/4 cup milk (enough to moisten nut mix-

ture)

PAGAČ
10 cups flour
2 yeast cakes (or 2 packages dry yeast)
2 sticks margarine
2 eggs beaten
2 tablespoons salt
1/4 cup sugar
2 1/2 cups milk (or more necessary)
Knead all together until well blended as for 

bread dough. Let rise double in bulk in warm 
place. Punch down, let rise once again. Turn 

out on floured board, separate into 8 or 10 
portions. Let rise until light. With rolling pin 
flatten enough to place about 1 cup of fill-
ing in center of each mound of dough. Bring 
dough up over mound and pinch together to 
shape a round ball. Let rest about 1/2 hour 
with filling then carefully roll out as thin as 
you want it. Place on cookie sheet. Bake un-
til golden brown then butter on both sides. 
Rounds should be about 14 inches in diam-
eter or as thin as you like them.

Filling: Fried cabbage or potato and 
cheese

TWO HOUR NUT AND 
 POPPYSEED ROLLS

6 cups sifted flour
1 teaspoon salt
3 tablespoons sugar
2 packages dry yeast
1/2 cup warm milk
1/4 pound butter
1/2 cup vegetable shortening
3 eggs beaten
1 cup sour cream
Dissolve yeast in warm milk. Sift togeth-

er flour, salt and sugar. Add shortening and 
butter. Mix as for pie crust. Add beaten eggs 
and sour cream. Add yeast - blend well.

Divide dough in four parts. Let rise 30 
minutes. Roll each part thin as for jelly roll. 
Spread with one of the following fillings. Roll 
and place on greased pan and allow to rise 
for one hour or until double in bulk. Bake 35 
to 40 minutes at 350 degrees.

NUT FILLING
1/2 pound chopped nuts
1/2 cup sugar 
1 teaspoon vanilla
1/4 cup scalded milk
1 teaspoon melted butter
Melt butter. Add walnuts, sugar and vanil-

la.
Add scalded milk. Mix well.

POPPYSEED FILLING
1/2 pound ground poppyseed
3/4 cup sugar
1/2 cup scalded milk
1 tablespoon melted butter
Combine all ingredients, mix well.

CHRISTMAS BREAD
1 cup sugar
1/2 cup shortening
2 teaspoons salt
2 cups scalded milk
1 cup warm water ( NOT HOT)
2 packages dry or compressed yeast
2 eggs, beaten
8 cups flour
1 cup seedless raisins
Put sugar, shortening, salt and scalded 

milk in a large bowl; stir until shortening 
melts. Cool to lukewarm. Pour warm water 
into small bowl; sprinkle or crumble in yeast, 
stir until dissolved. Add eggs and yeast to 
lukewarm milk mixture and blend. Add 2/3 
of flour and beat until smooth. Gradually 
add remaining flour, mixing well after each 
addition. Add raisins and turn out on floured 
board and knead until smooth and elastic; 
place in greased bowl. Brush with melted 
shortening, cover, and let rise in warm place 
until it doubles (about 1 1/2 hours). Punch 
down divide into 3 equal portions. Shape 

into 2 round loaves; let rise again until it 
doubles. Brush with beaten eggs. Bake in 
hot over for 10 minutes at 450 degrees then 
turn to 350 degrees and continue baking for 
45 minutes or until golden brown.

MUSHROOM CABBAGE
1 head cabbage (about 3 pounds)
1 large can sauerkraut
1 cup ground mushrooms
(either canned, dry or frozen)
1 cup rice (uncooked)
2 tablespoons oleo
1 medium onion
1/2 teaspoon salt
1/4 teaspoon pepper
For Sauce and Brown Gravy
1 tablespoon shortening
1 tablespoon flour
Cut core out of cabbage to loosen leaves. 

Place cabbage into boiling water for a few 
minutes. Remove leaves, cut away the thick 
rib from cabbage leaves. Fry the onions in 
the oleo until soft, add to mushrooms, rice. 
Season to taste. Place about 1 teaspoon 
in each cabbage leaf and roll. Drain sauer-
kraut, use about half the kraut in the bottom 
of the pot. Arrange rolls over the kraut, cov-
er the remaining kraut. Fill pot with water, 
to top off the rolls. Cook slowly for about 2 
hours.

Sauce: Brown flour in shortening. Add 
about a cup of water. Bring to boil, then pour 
over the cabbage rolls. Cook for just about 
5 more minutes.

MUSHROOM SOUP 
(MAČANKA)

Wash dried mushrooms. Soak overnight. 
In morning cook mushrooms in the water. 
Add salt and pepper to taste. Cook slowly 
for 2 hours or more.

Zapraška (Soup thickening)
Brown 1 chopped onion in 2 tablespoons 

salad oil, add browned onion to mushroom 
soup. To remaining oil add 2 tablespoons 
flour slowly, brown and then add to mush-
room soup to thicken. Cook for a few min-
utes and serve hot.

7 cups fresh mushrooms (chopped)
3 quarts water
1 quart sauerkraut juice
Salt and pepper (to taste)
1 small onion
3 tablespoons butter
3 tablespoons flour
Cook mushrooms in water about 1 hour.
Brown butter onion; add flour and brown 

well. Add sauerkraut juice and boil this for 
5 minutes. Add to soup and boil 1/2 hour 
longer.

CARAWAY SOUP
3 tablespoons oleo
1/2 cup chopped onion
1/2 teaspoon salt
1 teaspoon caraway seeds
3 cups water
3 tablespoons flour
Melt shortening in heavy saucepan. Add 

chopped onion and cook over low heat until 
lightly golden. Add salt, flour and caraway 
seeds. Blend into 3 cups cold water and 
bring to boil, stirring constantly, until mixture 
is slightly thickened.  Serve at once.

Čaputová: Nežná revolúcia položila 

základy demokracie
Praha 16. novembra (TASR) - Nežná revolúcia je spoločným dielom SR a ČR, položila 

základy demokracie. Ľuďom pred 34 rokmi stačila jednota, odvaha a “havlovská pravda a 
láska” na to, aby zvíťazila demokracia. Toto by malo zároveň stačiť aj na jej obranu, poveda-
la slovenská prezidentka Zuzana Čaputová vo štvrtok po tom, ako položila kvety a zapálila 
sviečku pri pamätníku Nežnej revolúcie na ulici Národní (bývalá Národní třída) v Prahe, 
informuje spravodajkyňa TASR.

Čaputová zdôraznila, že 17. november patrí k najväčším sviatkom novodobej histórie 
Slovenska a Česka. “Pred 34 rokmi tu na Národní tříde stáli ľudia proti totalite, ktorá bola 
typická propagandou, lžou a násilím. A oni tu stáli zjednotení, nabrali odvahu, odmietali 
násilie, boli vyzbrojení havlovskou pravdou a láskou. A keď im toto stačilo na víťazstvo 
demokracie, verím, že nám tieto kvality a hodnoty budú stačiť na obranu demokracie. Treba 
iba naše odhodlanie,” povedala.

Zmienila sa tiež, že ako prezidentka prišla položiť kvety k pamätníku Nežnej revolúcie 
v Prahe naposledy. “Môjmu nástupcovi alebo nástupkyni želám, aby odkaz 17. novem-
bra bol preňho nielen historickou spomienkou, ale životnými hodnotami,” uviedla s tým, že 
dnešná generácia je to dlžná tým, ktorí sa o to pričinili, a je to tiež záväzok voči budúcim 
generáciám.

Nežná revolúcia podľa Čaputovej priniesla mnoho demokratických práv a slobôd vrátane 
slobody médií. “Slobodné médiá patria k demokracii. Je jasné, že médiá kritizujú politikov 
– a nám to môže byť nepohodlné, ale to je neporovnateľné s významom slobodných médií 
pre demokraciu,” upozornila s tým, že akékoľvek ich obmedzovanie môže byť začiatkom 
umierania demokracie.

Slovenská prezidentka začala svoju návštevu v ČR na Pražskom hrade, kde ju aj s jej 
partnerom Jurajom Rizmanom predpoludním privítal český prezident Petr Pavel a jeho 
manželka Eva. Po súkromnej schôdzke prezidentov nasledoval spoločný pracovný obed. 
Čaputová sa tiež stretla so slovenskou komunitou žijúcou v Česku a večer ju čaká diskusia 
so študentmi Univerzity Karlovej o výzvach demokracie.

Čaputová: The Velvet Revolution 
laid the foundations of democracy
Prague, November 16 (TASR) - The Velvet Revolution is a joint work of Slovakia and the 

Czech Republic and laid the foundations of democracy. For the people from 34 years ago, 
unity, courage and “Havel truth and love” were enough for democracy to prevail. This should 
also be enough to defend her, Slovak President Zuzana Caputova said on Thursday after 
laying flowers and lighting a candle at the Velvet Revolution memorial on Národní Street 
(formerly Národní třída) in Prague.

Čaputová emphasized that November 17 is one of the biggest holidays in the modern his-
tory of Slovakia and the Czech Republic. “34 years ago, people stood here on the National 
Square against totalitarianism, which was characterized by propaganda, lies and violence. 
And they stood here united, gathered courage, rejected violence, were armed with Havel 
truth and love. And if this was enough for them to win democracy, I believe that these qual-
ities and values will be enough for us to defend democracy. It just takes our determination,” 
she said.

She also mentioned that as president she came to lay flowers at the Velvet Revolution 
memorial in Prague for the last time. “I wish my successor that the legacy of November 17 
will be for him not only a historical memory, but lived values,” she said, adding that today’s 
generation owes it to those who have contributed and it is also a commitment to future 
generations.

According to Caputova, the Velvet Revolution brought many democratic rights and free-
doms, including media freedom. “Free media belong to democracy. It’s clear that the media 
criticizes politicians — and we may be uncomfortable with that, but that’s incomparable to 
the importance of free media for democracy,” she said, adding that any restriction could be 
the beginning of democracy’s death.

The Slovak president began her visit to the Czech Republic at Prague Castle, where she 
and her partner Juraj Rizman were welcomed in the morning by Czech President Petr Pavel 

and his wife Eva. The private meeting of the presidents was followed by a joint working 
lunch. Čaputová also met with the Slovak community living in the Czech Republic and in the 
evening, she will discuss the challenges of democracy with students of Charles University.

Taraba a Takáč chcú revíziu celej 
sústavy národných parkov

Bratislava 6. novembra (TASR) - Sústava národných parkov by mala prejsť revíziou podľa 
medzinárodných kritérií. Až potom sa budú riešiť ich zonácie. Na pondelkovej tlačovej kon-
ferencii o tom informoval minister životného prostredia Tomáš Taraba (SNS) a šéf agrorezor-
tu Richard Takáč (Smer-SD). Zároveň ohlásili spoluprácu medzi ministerstvami.

Ministri majú podľa Tarabu jasnú víziu o zonáciách národných parkov. Podrobnejšie o nej 
budú hovoriť po schválení programového vyhlásenia vlády. “Zhodli sme sa na potrebe re-
definovania celej sústavy národných parkov na Slovensku podľa medzinárodných prísnych 
kritérií. Zistíme, či spĺňajú jednotlivé územia tieto kritéria, lebo to je jediný objektívny činiteľ, 
a podľa toho budeme redefinovať národné parky. V sekundárnom kroku sa budeme pozerať 
na zonáciu ako takú,” uviedol Taraba.

Na spoločnom stretnutí riešili škody premnožené raticovou zverou, medveďom či vlkom a 
problémy s norikom muránskym na Muránskej planine. “Reagujeme aj na informácie o dosť 
radikálnom holorube, ktorý sa udial na Muránskej planine. Zhodli sme sa, že to dáme celé 
preveriť. Ministerstvo pôdohospodárstva tam pošle kontrolu,” povedal Taraba.

Takáč tvrdí, že našli spoločnú cestu a prvýkrát za 30 rokov bude ministerstvo životného 
prostredia spolupracovať s ministerstvom pôdohospodárstva. “Chceme týmto spôsobom 
vyslať signál, že zlé vzťahy medzi rezortami, ktoré tu dlhé roky panovali, sa končia,” 
skonštatoval Taraba.

Takáč poukázal, že agrorezort nedostal z plánu obnovy peniaze. “Vyše miliardy dostalo 
ministerstvo životného prostredia a budeme hľadať cestu na to, ako spoločne využiť fi-
nančné prostriedky,” podotkol.

Ministri sa dohodli aj na vytvorení pracovných skupín, ktoré budú riešiť problémy minis-
terstiev. Zároveň deklarujú, že sa budú stretávať na pravidelnej báze.

Taraba and Takachi want to revise 
the entire system of national parks
Bratislava, November 6 (TASR) - The system of national parks should undergo a revision 

according to international criteria. Only then will their zoning be addressed. At Monday’s 
press conference, Environment Minister Tomáš Taraba (SNS) and Agriculture Minister Rich-
ard Takáč (Smer-SD) informed about this. At the same time, they announced cooperation 
between ministries.

According to Taraba, ministers have a clear vision on zoning national parks. They will talk 
about it in more detail after the approval of the government’s manifesto. “We agreed on the 
need to redefine the entire system of national parks in Slovakia according to international 
strict criteria. We will find out whether individual areas meet these criteria, because that is 
the only objective factor, and we will redefine national parks accordingly. In the secondary 
step, we will look at zoning as such,” Taraba said.

At the joint meeting, they dealt with damage caused by hunting animals, bears and wolves 
and problems with the Murán norik on the Muránska plain. “We are also responding to infor-
mation about a rather radical clear-cutting that took place on the Muránska plain. We agreed 
to have it all checked. The Ministry of Agriculture will send an inspection there,” Taraba said.

Takáč says they have found common ground and for the first time in 30 years the envi-
ronment ministry will cooperate with the agriculture ministry. “In this way, we want to send a 
signal that the bad relations between the ministries that have prevailed here for many years 
are ending,” Taraba said.

Takáč pointed out that the agro-resort did not receive money from the recovery plan. 
“More than a billion has been given to the environment ministry and we will look for a way 
to share the funds,” he said.

Ministers also agreed to set up working groups to address ministries’ problems. At the 
same time, they declare that they will meet on a regular basis.

Grandma’s Gift
I don’t remember how old I was or even what the occasion was but I remember the gift:  

a rosary with blue beads and a tiny vial that contained holy water.  My Grandmother gave it 
to me.  Even as a child I could tell she ordered it from either one of her many tabloid mag-
azines she allowed herself the guilty pleasure of reading or from a flyer in the newspaper.  
She showed it to me and told me with pride of how there was actually holy water enclosed 
within the largest bead – holy water from Lourdes! 

I still have the rosary to this day – some 40-odd years later – and it is still in its original 
flimsy case and in the top nightstand drawer next to my bed.  Technically, rosaries are just 
tools used to assist the Catholic in prayer.  Many cultures and religions use prayer beads.  
I’ve seen rosaries made out of rolled up paper and given out in the back of churches.  They 
are not meant to be works of art or anything more than a way to keep track of Hail Marys 
and other prayers.  However, this particular rosary has transcended its original purpose and 
taken on new meaning to me.  I know that the metal has aged into a dingy color and that the 
beads are now lackluster in color but there is meaning in these plastic bits.  I see in them 
the bright blue they once were and how that represented the traditional cloak of the Virgin 
Mary.  I see the Madonna imagery in each of the larger baubles.  On one side:  the classic 
image of the Virgin Mary in profile and on the other an image of the Virgin Mary appearing 
to Bernadette in Lourdes, France (hence the Lourdes holy water).  There is a Crucifix with 
Jesus hanging and dying for our sins.  

I understand that this rosary is only meant to assist me on my Catholic journey but after 
all these years I look upon it and feel an overpowering sense of warmth because my grand-
mother mailed away a piece of paper to order one for me.  That simple act has imbued 
this object with more meaning than just a place marker for prayers.  Many images and art 
are specifically designed to be taken as divine objects – as objects to be revered or even 
worshipped.  Catholics have long loved a painting, statue, or bone from a Saint and prayed 
directly to them in the hopes that the object/image would intervene on their behalf to God, 
Jesus and the Holy Spirit.  These objects are meant to be seen as divine to begin with.  
These are shiny, gilded, and bejeweled objects and images that are full of meanings and 
designed to be directly prayed to as an extension of God.   And my rosary has taken on that 
meaning.  Not as an actual divine item itself but a different kind of divine.  It’s not the actual 
images or symbolism I find divine, but the small gift and gesture made by a caring grand-
mother towards her granddaughter that I find even more divine.  I find God in that gesture.  

Every so often I will take it out and pray the rosary.  The feel of the beads, the coolness 
of the metal, and the still shiny Crucifix make me calm and I find a quiet peacefulness.  And 
most of all I feel love from Grandma.
