Some interpret this 
as a punishment from God.

early 2021 will prove effective.

We again learn how fragile life can be and 
how inter-connected humanity 
really is. 

Hopefully, we can resolve 
our differences and focus on 
what unites us as humans 
rather than what divides us 
and together work on those 
issues that people consider 
fundamental.

December 27th 2020 – Feast of the Holy Family
The celebration of the Holy Family is the Sunday after Christmas 

and is one that puts the birth of Jesus into an important context for 
us.  When God sent his Son he did not mysteriously appear out of 
nowhere, nor did he drop down to earth from Heaven.  Jesus is the 
second person of the Blessed Trinity,   the Word of God which is the 
creating power of God.  In Genesis we are told that in the beginning 
when God created, he did so by speaking, “let there be...”  In the 
Prologue of John’s Gospel we hear that “the Word became flesh 
and made his dwelling among us.”  God himself, the second person 
of the Trinity, is the Divine Word, who took on flesh and was born 
into the world just like those who he came to re-create.  We have 
just celebrated his birth to Mary and Joseph in Bethlehem, and 
today we celebrate how they truly were a family. 

Although it’s just been two days since we celebrated Christ’s 
birth, the Gospel has us move forward forty days and tells of Jesus, 
Mary and Joseph bringing Jesus to the Temple for their purification. While at the temple they 
are approached by a man named Simeon who is described as righteous and devout, and 
to whom “It had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he should not see death before 
he had seen the Christ of the Lord.” He is drawn to Jesus and prays that now he can die for 
God’s word had been fulfilled.  Another person who is drawn to Jesus is a woman, Anna, 
who is described as a prophetess. She “gave thanks to God and spoke about the child to 
all who were awaiting the redemption of Jerusalem.” Both were moved by the Holy Spirit to 
realize that Jesus was the Son of God, and to bless Mary who gave birth to this child, and 
Joseph who was entrusted with their care.

The Feast of the Holy Family reminds us that this family, comprised of Mary, who was con-
ceived and remained without sin, Joseph, the model of faith and justice, and Jesus, fully hu-
man and fully divine, were indeed human. Other than the accounts of Jesus’ birth, the flight 
into Egypt and later when Jesus is lost in the Temple, there is little said about the Holy Fam-
ily.  There are numerous depictions of the Holy Family, most of which present Jesus as an 
infant in Mary’s or Joseph’s arms, or a child standing with them.  My favorite one is not seen 
too often and is referred to as the Happy Death of Joseph.  It depicts Joseph on his death 
bed with Jesus standing near his head and blessing him, while Mary looked on.  Joseph, 
patron of a Happy Death and what could be better than having Jesus at your death bed?

This Feast of the Holy Family presents us with two important reminders that can help us in 
our faith.  The first is that Jesus, Mary and Joseph were the Holy Family, but not the perfect 
family.  Like all families they had their difficult moments. They were homeless at the birth, 
refugees for fear of Herod, and worried because they couldn’t find the twelve-year-old Je-
sus.  We should not hesitate to prayerfully take our own family situations to the Holy Family 
knowing that they understand.   The second point is that each family is called to be a Holy 
Family.  We are called to follow the example of the Holy Family and grow in holiness and 
unconditional love for one another.

 14 – The Nativity of the Lord – Midnight Mass 
– December 25, 2020

This Christmas eve the source of hope 
we have all been living on has arrived with 
our commemoration of the birth of our Lord 
Jesus in the humble manger in Bethlehem. 
The creator of time is born in time; the one 
who fashioned the universe becomes part 
of it. As we conclude a year unlike any 
other in living memory we give thanks for 
the blessings that can be found amid our 

recent struggles, and we look ahead with great hope to a new year 
to come.

Turning to the scriptures for Christmas midnight mass we dis-
cover that in the long history of God’s journey with his people we 
are far from alone in having come through a time of adversity, and 
that we have good reason to hope in the future. The first indication of confidence comes from 
the prophet Isaiah, whose words are often read during the Advent season. Today we hear: 
“The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light; upon those who dwelt in the 
land of gloom a light has shone…For a child is born to us, a son is given us…They name him 
Wonder-Counselor, God-Hero, Father-Forever, Prince of Peace” (Isa 9:1, 5).

Isaiah spoke these words at a time of deep trouble in the history of Israel, when the people 
were under almost constant threat from a series of wars and the hardships that always ac-
company war. Eventually the northern part of the Kingdom of Israel collapsed, but even then 
Isaiah had faith in the Lord and urged others to do the same. Over many years his fidelity 
would be rewarded and proven true with the return of Israel from exile, but an even greater 
fulfillment awaited—the birth of Christ.

We find that fulfillment recognized and proclaimed in the second reading, from the seldom 
heard Letter of Titus: “The grace of God has appeared, saving all and training us to reject 
godless ways and worldly desires and to live temperately, justly, and devoutly in this age.” 
Titus was an early leader in the Church on the island of Crete, and his joy over the coming 
of Christ is clear, as is the hope it brings, from his words: “as we await the blessed hope, the 
appearance of the glory of our great God and savior Jesus Christ” (Titus 2:11-13). As Titus 
lived in Christ-centered hope amid adversity and persecution in his era, so too we can find 
the strength to do the same through our faith in Jesus.

Finally, in the beautiful Gospel reading from Saint Luke we are reminded of the source 
of our hope as we hear the angel announce: “Today in the city of David a savior has been 
born for you who is Christ and Lord. And this will be a sign for you: you will find an infant 
wrapped in swaddling clothes and lying in a manger.’ And suddenly there was a multitude of 
the heavenly host with the angel, praising God and saying: ‘Glory to God in the highest and 
on earth peace to those on whom his favor rests’” (Luke 2:11-14).

Truly, “his favor rests” on us. Christmas is the time when we remember that even through 
the greatest hardships God never abandons his people—not in the time of Isaiah, Titus, 
and Luke, nor in our own day. As we celebrate the birth of the Christ child this year may we 
remember the Lord’s fidelity to us and allow the hope that springs from it to carry us through 
the challenges and joys of the year to come.

Loving the Neighbor You Hate
When she was anchoring the early morning news in Dallas during the 1980s, Peggy Wehmeyer went 

to bed at 8:00 p.m. because she had to get up at 2:30 a.m. But one thing stood between her and a good 
night’s sleep: her neighbor’s dog barking loudly outside every evening. Peggy’s hatred for the canine and 
its owner grew so bad that she and her husband filed a noise complaint with the city, which led to bad 
blood with her neighbor. The case was scheduled to go to court on December 24th. 

When Peggy’s in-laws arrived for a visit a few days before Christmas, she asked their opinion. Writing 
in the Washington Post, she recalled her father-in-law saying, “If you’re going to be a follower of Jesus, 
you’ll love your enemy, not sue her.” Her father-in-law, a former prisoner of war in Japan, had forgiven his 
captors, so she took his words seriously. Peggy reluctantly knocked on her neighbor’s door. The woman, 
who Peggy dubs “Laura,” answered and resentfully asked, “What do you want?” Peggy responded, “I’m 
sorry I’ve ramped up this conflict by taking you to court on Christmas Eve. I don’t want to fight anymore. If 
there’s anything I can do to be a better neighbor, I hope you’ll let me know.”

Initially, Peggy felt humiliated. “But as I watched the surprise register on my neighbor’s face,” she 
wrote, “something else happened in me. I felt lighter, freer, released from an ugly burden…I glanced past 
her shoulder into her cluttered living room where a toddler sat coloring. My rage inexplicably gave way to 
compassion.”

That compassion grew a few weeks later when Laura ran out of grocery money for herself and her 
daughter, Kassie. She asked Peggy if she could borrow a few dollars to tide them over. Peggy lent 
Laura $20—and received it back a few days later. More importantly, the two women began talking more 
frequently—and the dog even stopped barking! “I came to know Laura as a bright and kind woman with 
a warm smile,” wrote Peggy. “I learned that she had been deeply wounded and that she struggled with 
mental illness, much like my own mother. She told me she had one friend, and it was me.” 

Peggy and Laura remained neighbors for seven years, until they moved to different parts of town and 
lost touch. But in 2019, Peggy received a message from Kassie notifying her that Laura was near death in 
the hospital. Peggy asked if she could visit her, and Kassie responded, “Yes, please come. You were her 
only friend.” When Peggy arrived, Kassie revealed that Laura had attempted suicide due to her depres-
sion. Laura was unconscious, but Peggy told her, “You’re not alone. I love you. God loves you.” Peggy 
then read Laura some Bible verses.

Peggy recalled, “As she died, Laura handed me a bittersweet gift. Years before we met, my mother, 
who also battled depression, had taken her life in the same way...I couldn’t get to her in time to say good-
bye. I never got to stroke my mother’s hair or remind her that she was loved. Now, a woman I once called 
my enemy was freeing me from that long-held regret and sorrow.”

Laura died that night, but Peggy learned a lesson about reversing “the tide of hatred and revenge that 
is tearing this country apart. Maybe it will have to start with us, walking across the driveways that divide 
us and knocking on a door.”

Cheese Cake 

½ cup sugar   
4 cups cottage cheese  
6 eggs, separated 
1 cup sweet cream 
3 T. flour     
Put cheese through sieve; add butter, yolks and then rest of ingredients.  Mix well.  Beat egg whites stiff 
and add to cheese.  Bake at 300 degrees for one hour.   

 French Rhubarb Pie 

Pastry for 9-inch pie (e.g., refrigerated pie dough) 

Cheese Cake
½ cup sugar  
4 cups cottage cheese 
6 eggs, separated
1 cup sweet cream
3 T. flour    
Put cheese through sieve; add butter, yolks and then rest of ingredients.  Mix well.  Beat egg 

whites stiff and add to cheese.  Bake at 300 degrees for one hour.  
 French Rhubarb Pie
Pastry for 9-inch pie (e.g., refrigerated pie dough)
2 T. flour, 1/3 cup sugar and 3 t. lemon peel  
Roll out 2/3 of pastry and fit into pie plate.  Trim to a one-inch overhang.  Combine flour, sugar 

and lemon peel.  Sprinkle on bottom of crust.  
Cut rhubarb into one-inch pieces to make 5 cups.   Arrange the rhubarb on the lemon peel 

mixture on the pie crust.
Mix the following until well-blended:
2 egg yolks
2/3 cup sugar
2 T. flour 
2 T. lemon juice
A pinch of salt
½ t. almond flavoring
Final ingredients: 
2 egg whites
3 T. coarse sugar
Beat egg whites stiff but not dry; fold into yolk mixture. Pour over rhubarb.  Roll rest of pastry 

and trimmings into a rectangle (9x11).  Cut into nine strips.  Place five across pie in one direc-
tion and weave the rest across to form triangles.  Sprinkle top with the 3 T.  sugar.  Bake at 450 
degrees for 15 minutes and then at 350 degrees for 15-20 minutes, or until crust is browned.

Shoo-fly Pie
Believe it or not, we have the original recipe for Wet Shoo-fly Pie written in Sister Festina’s 

own handwriting.  Here it is:
Sift together: 1 cup flour
	 1/2 cup sugar
Cut in:  I ½ tablespoons butter
Mix together:
	 ½ cup Blue Label Karo
	 ½ cup boiling water
	 ½ teaspoon soda
Place the Karo mixture in an unbaked pie shell and top with all but 2 tablespoons crumbs.
Bake at 375 degrees for 15 minutes.  Then at 350 degrees for 30 minutes more.  Top with 

remaining crumbs.
Note: Sisters Catherine Ann Morris and Sara tried their hand at Sister’s recipe.  Sister Cath-

erine Ann told us that she “used a 9-inch pie plate and Pillsbury refrigerated crust.”  She added 
“Most probably the prepared crust sold in the freezer section already in a tinfoil pie pan world 
work as well;  don’t buy the ‘deep dish’ version.  Of course, you can always make your own pie 
crust.”

According to her, people mustn’t feel that they should 
prove their civic obedience with their behavior, but that they transfer a part of their rights and 
freedoms for a higher aim, for an adequate time and to the necessary extent. “Otherwise, 
they won’t realize the difference between the lack of freedom, the end of which we will com-
memorate on November 17th, and the democracy the return of which we will celebrate on 
this day,” she said. Caputova criticized the worsening political culture with personal attacks 
or vulgarisms becoming a part of it.

Matovic: Further Round of Nationwide 
Testing in Store before Christmas

Bratislava, November 19 (TASR) – Another round of countrywide mass testing for CO-
VID-19 should take place before Christmas, Prime Minister Igor Matovic stated on Thursday 
following the Government session, claiming that no minister was against this idea at the 
meeting.

According to the prime minister, epidemiologists as well as the central crisis management 
team have assessed mass testing as an important tool because it’s managed to reduce the 
rate of new daily cases.

The premier claimed that he’ll release more information on the matter in a near future. The 
testing will most probably take place in December.

Matovic went on to note that if the relevant authorities see that people are unwilling to at-
tend voluntary testing rounds, the idea of imposing a lockdown on the country in December 
is still on the table, and this “would be the worst solution for the economy.” The premier 
remarked that he’s in favor of mass testing. According to him, the country is heading for a 
difficult time, not only because of the pandemic, but also because of the expected weather, 
which won’t make the situation any easier.

PIROHY
1 cup flour
About 4 tablespoons water
1 egg
Mix flour and egg with enough water to 

make a soft dough; kneed well. Roll out on 
floured board until thin.

Place 1 teaspoon filling on each square. 
Fold in half, making a triangle. Pinch edges 
well to keep filling inside. Drop into boiling 
salted water and cook until they rise to sur-
face. Cook 5 minutes longer. Rinse in colan-
der with hot water. Drain. Pour melted butter 
over pirohy and serve.

1 egg yolk

spoon salt and 1 tablespoon sugar. Set in 
warm place to rise. Sift 6 cups flour in deep 
bowl, add 2 cups warm water, 4 tablespoons 
sugar, 1 teaspoon salt, 4 tablespoons salad 
oil.

Knead well and set aside to rise. When 
double in bulk, punch down, let rise second 
time until double. Punch down. Divide dough 
in two. Shape one part into round bread, 
cover and let stand 20 minutes. Punch down 

and reshape. Place in greased pan. Allow 
to rise until double in bulk. Bake at 350 de-
grees for 1 hour.

Note: The second part of this dough will 
be use for Bobalky.

CHRISTMAS EVE 
 BOBALKY

Use other half of above dough for bobalky. 
Knead and roll on floured board into rope. 
Cut and roll into balls about 1 inch in diame-
ter. Place on floured pan, let rise 15 minutes. 
Bake at 350 degrees for 10 minutes or until 
just slightly brown. Cook then place in deep 
bowl, pour boiling water over just to soak a 
little. Drain in colander. Then place in serv-
ing dish, heat honey with a little water, pour 
over bobalky.

Mix 1/2 cup ground poppyseed and 1/4 
cup sugar and then add to bobalky. Let 
stand several hours in cool place (or refrig-
erator) for several hours before serving.

Note: some bobalky are served with sweet 
cabbage or sauerkraut. Sautee cabbage or 
sauerkraut with onion in salad oil, then mix 
with bobalky.

NUT ROLLS
8 cups flour
2 cups milk (scalded)
4 egg yolks
1 cup sugar
1 large yeast or 3 envelopes dry yeast
1/2 pound butter
1/2 pound oleo or crisco
1 tablespoon salt
1 1/2 teaspoons vanilla
Dissolve yeast in 1 cup lukewarm milk. 

Stir well. Add sugar, shortening and salt to 
rest of the milk and cool. Beat egg slightly 
and add to mixtures, then add the yeast 
mixture to the rest of the lukewarm mixture. 
Put half of the flour in a bowl and add the 
above mixture a little at a time. Mix well. Add 
remainder of flour to make soft dough using 
just enough flour to knead without sticking. 
Cover. Let rise double in bulk.

Keep in warm place. Takes about 2 hours 
to rise. Knead down a little to get out puffi-
ness. Divide into 6 parts and let stand 10 
minutes. Roll out and spread with nut mix-
ture. Roll tightly and place on greased bak-
ing sheet and let rise about 1 hour and bake 
in 350 degrees over 35 to 40 minutes. Brush 
each roll with slightly beaten egg before bak-
ing. Brush with melted butter after baked.

NUT MIXTURE
4 pounds nuts (ground)
4 cups sugar
1 stick butter (melted)
1/4 cup milk (enough to moisten nut mix-

ture)

PAGAČ
10 cups flour
2 yeast cakes (or 2 packages dry yeast)
2 sticks margarine
2 eggs beaten
2 tablespoons salt
1/4 cup sugar
2 1/2 cups milk (or more necessary)
Knead all together until well blended as for 

bread dough. Let rise double in bulk in warm 
place. Punch down, let rise once again. Turn 

out on floured board, separate into 8 or 10 
portions. Let rise until light. With rolling pin 
flatten enough to place about 1 cup of fill-
ing in center of each mound of dough. Bring 
dough up over mound and pinch together to 
shape a round ball. Let rest about 1/2 hour 
with filling then carefully roll out as thin as 
you want it. Place on cookie sheet. Bake un-
til golden brown then butter on both sides. 
Rounds should be about 14 inches in diam-
eter or as thin as you like them.

Filling: Fried cabbage or potato and 
cheese

TWO HOUR NUT AND 
 POPPYSEED ROLLS

6 cups sifted flour
1 teaspoon salt
3 tablespoons sugar
2 packages dry yeast
1/2 cup warm milk
1/4 pound butter
1/2 cup vegetable shortening
3 eggs beaten
1 cup sour cream
Dissolve yeast in warm milk. Sift together 

flour, salt and sugar. Add shortening and 
butter. Mix as for pie crust. Add beaten eggs 
and sour cream. Add yeast - blend well.

Divide dough in four parts. Let rise 30 
minutes. Roll each part thin as for jelly roll. 
Spread with one of the following fillings. Roll 
and place on greased pan and allow to rise 
for one hour or until double in bulk. Bake 35 
to 40 minutes at 350 degrees.

NUT FILLING
1/2 pound chopped nuts
1/2 cup sugar 
1 teaspoon vanilla
1/4 cup scalded milk
1 teaspoon melted butter
Melt butter. Add walnuts, sugar and va-

nilla.
Add scalded milk. Mix well.

POPPYSEED FILLING
1/2 pound ground poppyseed
3/4 cup sugar
1/2 cup scalded milk
1 tablespoon melted butter
Combine all ingredients, mix well.

CHRISTMAS BREAD
1 cup sugar
1/2 cup shortening
2 teaspoons salt
2 cups scalded milk
1 cup warm water ( NOT HOT)
2 packages dry or compressed yeast
2 eggs, beaten
8 cups flour
1 cup seedless raisins
Put sugar, shortening, salt and scalded 

milk in a large bowl; stir until shortening 
melts. Cool to lukewarm. Pour warm water 
into small bowl; sprinkle or crumble in yeast, 
stir until dissolved. Add eggs and yeast to 
lukewarm milk mixture and blend. Add 2/3 
of flour and beat until smooth. Gradually add 
remaining flour, mixing well after each ad-
dition. Add raisins and turn out on floured 
board and knead until smooth and elastic; 
place in greased bowl. Brush with melted 
shortening, cover, and let rise in warm place 
until it doubles (about 1 1/2 hours). Punch 
down divide into 3 equal portions. Shape 

into 2 round loaves; let rise again until it 
doubles. Brush with beaten eggs. Bake in 
hot over for 10 minutes at 450 degrees then 
turn to 350 degrees and continue baking for 
45 minutes or until golden brown.

MUSHROOM CABBAGE
1 head cabbage (about 3 pounds)
1 large can sauerkraut
1 cup ground mushrooms
(either canned, dry or frozen)
1 cup rice (uncooked)
2 tablespoons oleo
1 medium onion
1/2 teaspoon salt
1/4 teaspoon pepper
For Sauce and Brown Gravy
1 tablespoon shortening
1 tablespoon flour
Cut core out of cabbage to loosen leaves. 

Place cabbage into boiling water for a few 
minutes. Remove leaves, cut away the thick 
rib from cabbage leaves. Fry the onions in 
the oleo until soft, add to mushrooms, rice. 
Season to taste. Place about 1 teaspoon 
in each cabbage leaf and roll. Drain sauer-
kraut, use about half the kraut in the bottom 
of the pot. Arrange rolls over the kraut, cover 
the remaining kraut. Fill pot with water, to top 
off the rolls. Cook slowly for about 2 hours.

Sauce: Brown flour in shortening. Add 
about a cup of water. Bring to boil, then pour 
over the cabbage rolls. Cook for just about 5 
more minutes.

MUSHROOM SOUP 
(MAČANKA)

Wash dried mushrooms. Soak overnight. 
In morning cook mushrooms in the water. 
Add salt and pepper to taste. Cook slowly 
for 2 hours or more.

Zapraška (Soup thickening)
Brown 1 chopped onion in 2 tablespoons 

salad oil, add browned onion to mushroom 
soup. To remaining oil add 2 tablespoons 
flour slowly, brown and then add to mush-
room soup to thicken. Cook for a few min-
utes and serve hot.

MUSHROOM SOUP
7 cups fresh mushrooms (chopped)
3 quarts water
1 quart sauerkraut juice
Salt and pepper (to taste)
1 small onion
3 tablespoons butter
3 tablespoons flour
Cook mushrooms in water about 1 hour.
Brown butter onion; add flour and brown 

well. Add sauerkraut juice and boil this for 
5 minutes. Add to soup and boil 1/2 hour 
longer.

CARAWAY SOUP
3 tablespoons oleo
1/2 cup chopped onion
1/2 teaspoon salt
1 teaspoon caraway seeds
3 cups water
3 tablespoons flour
Melt shortening in heavy saucepan. Add 

chopped onion and cook over low heat until 
lightly golden. Add salt, flour and caraway 
seeds. Blend into 3 cups cold water and 
bring to boil, stirring constantly, until mixture 
is slightly thickened.  Serve at once.

birth of Jesus Christ our Savior.  No meal is more meaningful for faith, family and tradition among 
Slovak and Slovak-American Christians.

The prayers below are from the Slovak Roman Catholic tradition, but suitable for any Christian vilija
