St. Vincent Archabbey — Homily, Father Edward Mazich, 0.S.B., Father Killian Loch, 0..B.

July 14, 2019 - Fifteenth Sunday of Ordinary
Time
Luke 10: 25 - 37

We know from reading the Gospels that
the Pharisees and Scribes regularly looked
for opportunities to test Jesus. Jesus
would answer with the truth that originated
from God, was expressed in the Scriptures,
and was brought to fulfillment by Jesus, the
Word made flesh. The antagonist in this
Gospel passage is identified as a scholar, possibly a Scribe, with the
reputation of being an expert in the law. He asks two with the intent
of having Jesus answer in a way that it could be used against him.

The first appears to be a very basic question, “Teacher, what must
| do to inherit eternal life. There are many passages in the Old Tes-
tament that Jesus could have referred to, or he could have given
his own teaching. Had Jesus done this it was likely that the scholar would have turned his
answer around and told the officials that Jesus said that other passages from the Law and
Prophets are not important, thus, portraying Jesus as being unfaithful to the Law, and ques-
tioning his credibility as a teacher. Jesus’ response is to ask the scholar what he thought;
“What is written in the law?” The scholar knows that the foundation of the Mosaic Law is
found in the book of Deuteronomy when Moses prepared the Israelites to enter into the
Promised Land, and that all the laws can be summed up in Deuteronomy 6:5; “You shall love
the Lord, you God, with all your heart, with all your being, with all your strength, and with all
your mind, and your neighbor as yourself.” Jesus agrees with him, for it is when we love God
fully that we open our hearts to accept the unconditional love that God is pouring out to us,
and in doing so we have a desire to do all we can to please God, including following his laws.
It is in this relationship of love between God and us that we freely accept the gift of eternal
life God desires us to have. From this love we are able, and many times challenged, to love
our neighbor. To inherit everlasting life is to see and experience how much God loves us, and
to return that love to God, and express it to our neighbor.

The scholar makes a second attempt to trip up Jesus by asking, “Who is my neighbor?”
One such rivalry was between the Jews and the Samaritans. Jesus answers the scholar by
telling him a parable we know as the “Good Samaritan.” The only one who stopped to help
the man who was robbed and beaten and left for dead was a Samaritan. At the time of Jesus
Jews and Samaritans had nothing to do with one another. When Jesus finishes the parable
he asks the Scholar, who was the victims neighbor? The Scholar couldn’t get himself to say,
“the Samaritan,” rather he said, “the one who treated him with mercy.”

Jesus makes a simple point: neighbor is not defined by geography, race, nationality, or
the labels often used to define others. Our neighbor is anyone who is in need. The point is
simple: the unconditional love God extends to all is the love we should strive to extend to
one another. As simple as this is, we still struggle with accepting his clear teaching on this.
Itis as though we say; “Everyone is my neighbor, except — and then we list those we have
difficulty with. Usually it is those who are poor and dispossessed. Those from different
backgrounds, cultures and ethnicities. The immigrants and refugees that we try to justify
in ignoring. Yet, Jesus does not include exceptions with this teaching. Instead, Jesus chal-
lenges us to look at people through his eyes, the eyes of unconditional love.

The gist of this Sunday’s scripture readings is evident: the re-
sponsibility to show authentic hospitality to visitors is highlighted
through two famous incidents, and a further lesson about the re-
sponsibility to exercise a sort of “spiritual hospitality” is drawn from
these accounts.

First we encounter Abraham and Sarah dwelling by the “tere-
binth of Mamre,” which was likely near Hebron, south of Jerusalem.
Today, as in ancient times, the region of Hebron is not absolutely
parched as much of the Judean desert is, but it is not nearly as
fertile as certain nearby lands are, and so travelers passing through
Hebron would be in great need of the hospitality of the local resi-
dents.

Three mysterious guests appear before elderly Abraham as he
rests at the entrance to his tent at Mamre. One of the guests ap-
pears to be a man but turns out to be the Lord himself (Gen 18:1-2) and the two others also
appear to be men but are actually angels (Gen 19:1). Later Christian tradition has at times
seen the three figures as representing the Holy Trinity, as has been famously depicted in
Christian art.

After proceeding through the elaborate rituals of near eastern hospitality—rituals which
underline the important nature of offering welcome to all—one of the travelers predicted that
Abraham and Sarah, both of whom were elderly, would have a child within a year’s time.
The prediction came true with the birth of Isaac, who carried on his father’s line and was the
bearer of the promises the Lord had made to Abraham (Gen 21:1-3).

It is interesting that Abraham and Sarah’s actions of hospitality toward their visitors is
followed by his intercession for Sodom and Gomorrah, recounted in detail in Genesis (Gen
18:16-33). Here Abraham, perhaps moved by the exercise of the virtue of welcoming the
stranger, engages in a further virtuous action on behalf of others by praying that the resi-
dents of Sodom be spared from the Lord’s judgment.

In the next chapter of Genesis, in a passage which is never read in Church, we hear how
the citizens of Sodom grossly mistreated the same two travelers (angels) who had been
welcomed by Abraham and Sarah earlier. By so violently disregarding their obligation to re-
ceive travelers hospitably they brought condemnation upon themselves, despite Abraham’s
intercession for them.

In the Gospel we find another example of hospitality being offered, this time by Martha and
her sister Mary, and we note that this account of properly welcoming a guest—in this case,
Jesus himself—is followed by a discourse from the Lord on prayer, much as the Genesis
narrative on hospitality was followed by Abraham’s prayerful intercession for Sodom.

The connection between welcoming others in a Christian manner and a prayerful disposi-
tion—we might call it “spiritual hospitality’—is a natural one; extending hospitality means
opening oneself and giving of oneself generously, just as we open up to the Lord and give of
ourselves through prayer, especially through prayerful intercession for others. Whether we
take our lesson from Abraham and Sarah, who welcomed the Lord himself to their humble
abode, or from busy Martha, who was trying as we often do to tend to every detail without
losing sight of the point of her efforts, we should remember that there is an innate connection
between hospitality and prayer.

Moved by today’s scriptural lesson, let us resolve to show authentic hospitality both liter-
ally and spiritually through our intercession for others, that we too might be said to have
“chosen the better part, and it will not be taken from us” (see Luke 10:42).

Men’s And Women’s Official Rules and Regulations

1. The tournament is open to all members of the First Catholic Slovak Union (FCSU).

2. United States Golf Association (USGA) and host golf course rules will govern play.
Improve your lie anywhere, except for hazards. Out of bounds shot, drop where ball went
out and 1 stroke penalty

3. Handicaps will be determined as follows:

A. All golfers will compete as determined by handicap. The golfer’s first handicap will be
determined after he has completed 54 holes of play in the FCSU National Golf Tournament.
The handicap will be recalculated each year based on 54 holes of FCSU National Tourna-
ment play. From the latest 5 rounds, the highest and the lowest will be discarded and 90%
the average of the remainder will be the handicap assigned for the tournament. 90% of an
official USGA handicap may be substituted if a golfer does not have an FCSU Tournament
handicap. The maximum handicap will be 40 strokes for 18 holes.

B. Any golfer who has not completed 54 holes of tournament play in the FCSU National
Golf Tournament will be entered in a separate division using the FCSU version of the Cal-
laway scoring system.

C. Male golfers, competing in the 18-hole event, age 65 or over and with a handicap larger
than 10 may use the forward tees.
4. Classifications:
A. A medal play champion will be determined in each of the following Divisions:
1. Men’s Aflight (0-10) 5. Women'’s Flight
2. Men's B flight (11-17) 6. Callaway Flight
3. Men’s C flight (17-30) 7. Senior Flight
4. Men’s D flight (31 +)
B. Winners will be determined by low net score in each flight after
36 holes of medal play.

5. The division between the men’s A-D flights may be adjusted to equalize the flights. A
second women'’s flight may be added if entries warrant such addition.

6. In case of tie for first place in any Flight, tie will be broken by match of cards using gross
score starting on #1 handicap hole followed by #2 handicap hole, #3 handicap hole and so
forth until the tie is broken.

7. All other ties will split the applicable prize money. (e.g., two people tied for second will
split second and third place prize money. Three people tied for second would split second,
third and fourth place prize money.)

8. The prize list will be determined by the tournament manager using the money contrib-
uted by the contestants and matching money contributed by the FCSU for all golfers. As
nearly as possible, there will be one prize for each four entries.

9. The tournament manager will schedule pairings. Both Saturday and Sunday schedules
will be e-mailed to participants prior to the tournament.

The last several months have been exceptionally difficult for me and my family. | received
a phone call the evening of April 6, 2019 which started a series of events that will never be
forgotten. My son-in-law called to inform me of the death of my 28-year-old daughter, Anna.

It was a blessing that my Director of Lay Mission-Helper, Association, Janice England,
was in Ghana visiting SAGISS, the High School at which my fellow missionary, Diane Yongo
and | serve. Diane and Janice were of great support. Janice immediately started to schedule
my travels back to Pennsylvania, while Diane’s arms were there to hold me as the tears flew.

Support from the entire Diocese of Damango was immeasurable. The very morning after
the call, Bishop Peter Paul, and Head Mistress Pauline arrived at my home. Condolences
were given and the rosary, one of the most cherished prayers of the Catholic Church, was
recited. Later teachers arrived to give their condolences and sit with me in silence. The girls
at SAGISS seemed a bit uncomfortable in showing their feelings, not knowing how to act,
but those whom | associated with on a more personal level were very supportive. | felt the
love of the entire school around me.

The first two weeks back in the United States was a blur. My sister, Barbara Spencer,
stepped in even before my plane landed in Pittsburgh and started arrangements for the Me-
morial Service. The Mass, celebrated by Father John Sedlak at St. Florian Church, United,
PA was beautiful. My sister read letters from her two daughters, Anna’s cousins with whom
she spent her entire childhood. The eulogy was given by me. | felt it important that those
attending hear what a beautiful, creative, intelligent and talented woman my daughter had
become. | also felt it important that everyone know how hard Anna fought, but lost, her
battle with mental illness, a disease that can affect anyone, no matter how smart, talented or
beautiful they may be. Anna’s suffering was unbearable, therefore | asked the congregation
to pray with me that Anna be comforted in Mary’s arms while she waits to meet or Lord and
savior, Jesus Christ.

Many asked of me “Now what, are you going back to Africa?” My response was a definite
“Yes, | am going home.” In a few short months, Saint Anne’s Girl’'s High School in Damango,
Ghana, had become my home. | missed the girls. | missed them running after me as | leave
my office for the day asking to carry my purse and computer case. | missed attending Mass
with them every Tuesday and Friday morning, watching as the sway, clap and sing to the
beat of the drums. | missed the goats and pigs walking with me every morning as | trekked
to the office. | missed going to town and having the children run up to shake my hand, and
the young boys wanting to carry my bags, never accepting the coins | try to give them for
their assistance. | missed the smiles from the vendors when | buy their bread, apples, onions
or garlic.

On Sunday, May 12, 2019, Mother’s Day, | left for my trip back to St. Anne’s in Damango,
Ghana, Africa. | couldn't wait to be HOME!

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The 100th Anni

Michael J. Kopanic, Jr., Ph.D.

May 4th 2019 marked the 100th anniver-
sary of the tragic death of one of the founding
fathers of the first Czecho-Slovak Republic,
General Milan Stefanik. He perished in a ter-
rible plane crash in 1919 that claimed his life
and that of his two Italian crewmates. To this
day, Stefanik is considered one of the most
important individuals in the history of the Slo-
vak nation and its people, even though he
died at the relatively young age of 38. To the
point, without his hard work and connections,
Czecho-Slovakia might never have existed.

[Editor’s Note: above, the opening re-
marks of Dr. Kopanic’s speech "Dr. Milan
Rastislav Stefanik: The 100th Anniversary
of his Tragic Death" which was delivered
on May 19, 2019, at the Slovak League of
America dinner commemorating this historic
event. What follows is Part Il of that speech]

Stefanik’s Personality

Who was Stefanik? What sort of man was
he? What was his personality like? Why do
many Slovaks consider him the one who ex-
erted the most impact on their history?

Current Slovak Prime Minister Peter Pel-

legrini believes that Slovakia today could use
a dose of inspiration from Stefanik, for he
never allowed his poor health and recurring
failures to stop him from moving forward to
achieving his goals. "Whenever he fell, he
raised again and again, and kept fighting
relentlessly. His will prevailed over his weak-
nesses."
. Without reservation, one can say that Milan
Stefanik did more than any other Slovak to
make the state of Czecho-Slovak a possibility
as the Austro-Hungarian Empire was crum-
bling. One can very well argue that without
his active assistance, the First Czecho-Slo-
vak Republic would not have ever existed.

When most of us think of legendary nation-
al leaders, we think of tall, strong and even
handsome men with an affluent background.
Stefanik was just the opposite; he was short
(5.38 feet. or 1.64 meters), had a pockmarked
face (from suffering a severe case of small
pox as a child), and started becoming bald
from the time he was a child. Thatis why you
usually see him portrayed wearing a cap in a
smartly attractive French army uniform!

He was also somewhat frail and ill for much
of his life, suffering from a severe stomach
disorder. Over the course of his life, he un-
derwent a series of operations.

The many huge statues erected to him and
the photos that one sees do not reflect his
real appearance.

An April 2019 conference at the University
Library in Bratislava entitled Velky maly muz,
The Big Little Man, reflected this reality.

Ironically, despite his looks, he was also
somewhat of a ladies’ man, and would ac-
quire a vaulted reputation among prominent
young French ladies. While in the hospital,
he flattered beautiful and wealthy influential
women. One Czech author went so far as
to say that he had as many as 100 girlfriends
over the years and termed him “Erotoman”
(The Erotic Man). It was hardly an accident
that he would later become engaged to the
young and ravishingly beautiful ltalian, 18
year-old Baroness Giuliana Benzoni.

His love life aside, Stefanik possessed a
brilliant mind, an engaging personality, an
authoritative manner, and a skill for making
friends among influential people. Without a
doubt, he was the most influential Slovak in
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Dr. Milan Rastislav Stefanik:

the world during World War I. 5

Historian DuSan Kova¢ has called “Stefanik

‘muzom Zeleznej vole” (a man of iron will)
who dedicated his life and all his strength to
the struggle for the liberation of the Slovaks
and Czechs and the creation of a common
state. His lifelong motto stated: ‘Ja sa prebi-
jem, pretoZe sa prebit chcem' (I will prevail,
because | want to prevail.).
_ Political theologian Michal Havran termed
Stefanik “the first true Slovak European.” De-
spite his humble origins, he became a man of
education and intellectual curiosity. Havran
goes as far as to say that he single-handedly
tried to “modernize Slovak thought.”

Despite all this praise, this presentation is
not intended to be a hagiography (a saint's
bioigraphy), but rather a realistic portrait of a
man who changed history. A human being,
he had unique qualities and foibles as well.
Unlike most Slovaks, he was not a religious
man, and belonged to the Masons, a secret
free-thinking society which many founding
fathers of the USA also belonged to, such as
George Washington.

The recent studies of primary sources by
historian Michal Ksinan has shed new light
on the character of Stefanik. In addition to
being a great leader, a tireless worker, and
a man who knew how to make connections
with people in the upper echelons of society,

Stefanik was also somewhat stubborn and
intolerant of what he viewed as ignorant and
dishonest. Yet he did have the skill and tact
to know when to compromise.

Stefanik evolved and he became more
secular over time. Though from a family of a
Lutheran priest and a devout believer in early
life, university studies in Prague changed
him. Confronted with new modern views on
faith and religion, his perception of the role
of the Church and faith changed. One of
Stefénik's closest wartime friends, General
Maurice Janin, described him as “an agnos-
tic, a man not denying the existence of God,
but denying the opportunity to prove it.”

All this aside, let us look at his life’s back-
ground and achievements.

Background

Milan Rastislav Stefanik (1880-1919) lived
a full and active life, and lived abroad for half
of it. A truly Renaissance man, he pursued
a variety of interests - first as student, then
as an astronomer, international traveler, and
photographer. And during the Great War
(World War 1), he served as a skilled pilot, a
brave soldier, and an effective diplomat and
politician.

He spearheaded the formation and training
of the Czecho-Slovak Legion, which fought
for independence from Austria-Hungary. As

the vice-president of the Czecho-Slovak Na-
tional Council (in exile), he used his contacts
in high diplomatic circles to influence Allied
governments to support Czecho-Slovak in-
dependence. Though appointed Minister of
War in the new Czecho-Slovak government,
he never had the chance to assist his new
country due to the 1919 airplane crash.

To the end, he worked tirelessly at sci-
ence and for the causes he believed in. He
lived by his personal motto: (verit, milovat,
pracovat) "To Believe, To Love, To Work".

Early Life

Born in KoSariska on July 21, 1880, Milan
Rastislav was sixth of 12 children of a Luther-
an preacher, Pavel Stefanik and Albertina
(Jurenkova). He was the sixth child in a large
family of 12 siblings. Today the village hous-
es a museum in his honor, and humongous
Memorial at his Tomb on Bradlo Mountain
towers over the valley below. It is hallowed
ground for all Slovaks.

Stefanik was a born learner with a great
curiosity to explore the world and under-
stand. He was a star student and attended
schools in Hungary, where he was compelled
to study in the Magyar language.

In one unsavory incident while in school at
Sarva$ in 1896, Hungary was celebrating its
millennium of existence as a state. Agroup of
inebriated Magyar classmates, familiar with
Stefanik’s Slovak patriotism, tried to compel
him to praise Louis Kossuth, the leader of
the 1848 Revolution who promoted the Mag-
yarization of other nationalities. When Milan
refused, they grabbed his arms and feet and
held him head-first over the rail of a balcony.
They demanded that Milan cry out “Eljen!”
(Hurray!). Ironically, Milan got scolded for his
lack of Hungarian patriotism. But the incident
stuck with him all his life and further fired up
his Slovak nationalism.

For this reason, in 1898, he continued his
studies in Bohemia. He first majored in con-
struction engineering at the Czech Technical
University in Prague, and then transferred to
Charles University, where majored in math-
ematics and attended lectures on astronomy,
physics, optics, and philosophy. He also
spent the summer 1902 at the university in
Zirich.

During his university studies, he attended

lectures by Tomas Garrigue Masaryk, the fu-
ture first president of Czechoslovakia. Ma-
saryk inspired Stefanik to consider the future
cooperation of Czechs and Slovaks, and
would influence his activism in later promot-
ing the creation of an independent Czecho-
Slovakia.

Active in the Slovak student association,
Detvan, Stefanik promoted Slovak culture,
poetry, and folk songs. Here he also met the
politician Vavro Srobar, the future minister for
Slovakia after independence. While Stefanik
had some conflicts in the club, he learned
to compromise and went on to become its
president. He published articles to promote
awareness of the dire situation of Slovaks
pressured by Magyarization.

Stefanik graduated in 1904 with a doctor-
ate in philosophy and wrote a thesis on as-
tronomy based on the observations of Danish
scientist Tycho Brahe.

Fallout with his father

Starting in 1900, Stefanik's changing re-
ligious beliefs resulted in a serious dispute
with his father, a devout, conservative Lu-
theran pastor. Jan Juricek’s popular biog-
raphy on Stefanik points out that the conflict
concerned religious more than national is-
sues. Stefanik disagreed with the approach
of the majority of Slovak intellectuals from the
Martin school, who engaged in passive resis-
tance against Magyarization. Influenced by
Masaryk and Hlasists in Prague, Milan pre-
ferred a strategic alliance with the Czechs as
the best way to preserve the Slovak identity.

He also diverged from the dogmatic tra-
ditional Christian stance of his father Pavel.
Milan rejected belief in the divine nature of
Jesus, and even doubted the existence of
God. He came to think that religion put man
and science in a straightjacket. His father re-
garded such thinking as heretical, and threw
the young rebel out of his house.

As a result, after graduation, Milan moved
to Ruzomberok and barely managed to
scrape by. On the suggestion of his Czech
professor, Stefanik wished to travel to France
in 1904 to pursue his passion -- astronomy.

France

In 1904, Stefanik arrived in Paris with just a
suitcase and his desire to pursue his dreams.
He did not know French, had little money,
and lived precariously. His old friend from his
Prague student days, Srobar, helped get him
a loan from a RuZzomberok bank so he could
stay in Paris.

Stefanik wished to work with, Pierre Jans-
sen, was one of the cofounders of astrophys-
ics and director of the Meudon Observatory
on Mount Blanc. Janssen took on Stefanik
as an assistant, and the young man became
a mountain climber who studied the Moon,
Venus, and Mars. As he published his re-
search, he won several awards, including
the Prix Jules Janssen, the top award of the
French astronomical society.

When Professor Janssen died in late
1907, Stefanik lost his sponsor, mentor, and
his position. He lived precariously, borrow-
ing money to make ends meet. His largely
self-financed missions sent him to Algeria,
the Sahara Desert, Morocco, Turkistan, Rus-
sia, India, the United States, Panama, Bra-
zil, Ecuador, Australia, New Zealand, Tahiti
(where he observed Halley's Comet), the Fiji
Islands, and Tonga. He even engaged in a
lively conversation with the novelist Leo Tol-
stoy in 1907. When he became a French citi-
zen in 1912, it was mainly to obtain funding

denied to non-citizens. Partially subsidizing
his research, French authorities sent him on
diplomatic missions across the globe

According to KSifan, the majority of Ste-
fanik's planned projects did not succeed for
various reasons, including overcast weather
and inadequate funding. Still despite many
setbacks, Stefanik pressed on and received
numerous acclaims for his work in astrophys-
ics and solar physics.

Stefanik maintained a close relationship to
his Slovak homeland, and often made trips
home between his travels. His final trip home
was for his father’s funeral in 1913, and the
two had reconciled their opposing views
somewhat before his father’s death. But his
heart always yearned to help his homeland,
and World War | would provide that oppor-
tunity.

The Great War

_ The outbreak of War in 1914 interrupted
Stefanik's career in astronomy. He scurried
back to France to join the army. Starting at
the rank of private, he flew reconnaissance
missions in northeast France near Arras,
and established the foundations of military
weather-forecasting. He continually rose in
rank, and was eventually awarded the rank of
Brigadier General in the French army.

A new Austro-Hungarian offen-
sive against Serbia in 1915 sent him to the
Balkans, where he flew 30 missions for the
Serbs. Surviving a plane crash, a seriously
injured Stefanik made a hasty retreat march
toward the Adriatic Sea. He might not have
survived without the assistance of his friend
Louis Paulhan, who is credited with under-
taking the world's first airplane "medevac"
evacuation. Stefanik was rushed to a Rome
hospital where he underwent a stomach op-
eration.

The Making of a State for
Czechs and Slovaks

Though never fully recovered from his
crash, Stefanik returned to France, where
he found his new vocation — working with
Masaryk and Edvard Bene$ to promote the
cause of an independent Czechoslovakia to

the Allies. He introduced them both to influ-
ential people in French circles, including the
Prime Minister. This would ultimately lead to
official recognition of the Czechoslovak Na-
tional Council and an autonomous Czecho-
slovak Legion.

Once healthy enough, he resumed a busy
schedule, visiting Russia, Italy and Romania
to organize the Legion, raise morale among
troops, and engage in diplomacy with host
countries. In July 1917, Stefanik attempted
to recruit Czech and Slovak compatriots in
the USA, and successfully secured the back-
ing of Washington officials. He also visited
New York and Chicago to deliver recruit-
ment speeches for the Czechoslovak Legion.
Here in New York, he came in contact with
members of the Slovak League of America
where he discussed the role of Slovaks in
the proposed state. He also met with Roman
Catholic priests to assuage their concerns
about religious freedom in Czecho-Slovakia.

Although he only initially managed to get

about 500 volunteers, eventually that number
would swell to 2,000. Apparently, American
citizens preferred joining the US Army since
it paid a much better wage.
_ The efforts of Masaryk, Benes, and
Stefanik, as the Allies finally recognized cre-
ation of Czecho-Slovakia to become a new
state in 1918,

But troubles were brewing beneath the
surface among the triumvirate. Benes$ envied
the success of a soldier in a perfectly fitting
elegant uniform of a French Army General.
Small of stature, Bene§ had an unusually
high pitched voice that resembled a bank
clerk; he perceived Stefanik as a threat to his
position and sought to gain Masaryk's favor.
Steféanik believed that he deserved a better
position than Bene$, and hidden jealousy
boiled beneath the surface of gentlemen's
respect.

Their personality conflicts came to a head
when the two engaged in a heated argument
before Stefanik’s last departure from France.
Stefanik also threatened Bene$ personally
because he intended to take him to court for
allegedly embezzling money from expatri-
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ate collections, i.e, from money donated by
American Slovaks and Czechs! Stefanik
claimed he had evidence that Bene$ had lost
$100,000 gambling in Monte Carlo. The two
also had major disagreements about foreign
orientation of the new state, including rela-
tions with France, Italy, and Bolshevik Rus-
sia.

While Stefanik was in Russia to straighten
out problems of the Czechoslovak Legion in
Siberia, Masaryk and Bene$ appointed new
ministers for the new country. Surprisingly,
Stefanik did not receive an appointment that
reflected his importance. He was to head the
Ministry of War, which organized the Czecho-
Slovak Army abroad, but the Czech Vaclav
Klofaé was selected as Minister of Defense,
with supervision of all the armed forces in the
new country. His old friend Srobar became
the chief minister for Slovak affairs.

French journalist Louise Weiss, who was
Stefanik's former girlfriend, stated quite
bluntly that Bene$ could not stand Stefanik.
He referred to him as “a peasant impersonat-
ing an aristocrat.” In addition, Bene$§ wrote
a note to Masaryk saying, “'l had a conflict
with Stefanik. Everything is over between us.
| mean absolutely.”

Death of a Fighter

Before returning to Slovakia, Stefanik vis-
ited his Italian fiancée Giuliana Benzoni, and
set a wedding date for June 6. To avoid the
Austria he detested, he decided to fly home.
He borrowed a Caproni airplane and set off
with two Italian pilots. Just as they were
trying a second landing attempt, the plane
crashed near Ivanka pri Dunaji on May 4,
1919, killing all aboard.

Mystery shrouds the reasons for the crash,
but the weather was not a factor as Prague
claimed. Some posited that the plane was
shot down because it was mistaken for a
Hungarian plane. Others have cited a pos-
sible mechanical failure of radio wires get-
ting tangled in the control cables. Given
Stefanik’s weak health, it was also possible
that he fainted and fell on the controls. Oth-
er conspiratorial writers even accused the
Czechs of shooting down the plane to mini-
mize Slovak influence in the new state.

Slovak historian Ivan Kamenec believes
that the very idea that Czechoslovak officials
ordered the plane to be shot down does not
make sense. While Masaryk and Bene$ may
have disagreed with Stefanik on a number of
issues, ordering his assassination was “just
not their style.”

An ltalian eyewitness, First Lieutenant
Martinelli-Scotti, noticed the cooling water
was leaking, overheating of the engines and
causing them to explode. Most historians
seem to concur with this explanation, though
the precise cause may never be clear. Oddly,
the official investigation did not take place
until seven years later. By then, the eyewit-
nesses had either mysteriously passed away
or were shipped abroad to some foreign
posts.

Interestingly, no government official was
on hand to greet Stefanik. Even more inex-
plicable, neither Masaryk nor Bene$ nor his
old friend, Vavro Srobar, the Minister Plenipo-
tentiary of Slovakia, the highest ranking post
in Slovakia. Why?

Fate had dealt a terrible blow, for no one
possessed the talent, skill, energy, and dedi-
cation which Stefanik had displayed in pro-
moting the cause independence for Czecho-
Slovakia. The nation was in mourning.

AQS MANAGEMENT, INC.:

Stephen Gonzalez, representing AQS Management, Inc., presented an extensive
Investment Portfolio Transaction Report, with Larry White on teleconference, to the Execu-
tive Committee. Each member of the Committee received a copy of the presentation in
advance for his review. Mr. White and Mr. Gonzalez also led a discussion of the new invest-
ment opportunities that we may take advantage of. Following the report, Mr. White and Mr.
Gonzalez answered the Committee’s questions.

TREASURER'’S REPORT:

The Treasurer and the Executive Secretary gave a full written report on the invest-
ment update to the Executive Committee. Following the report, they answered the Commit-
tee’s questions.

ECONOMIC OVERVIEW:
Financial Statements:

The Executive Secretary led a review of our first quarter financial statements. He
stated that our assets are up to $390,125,000 and our surplus is at an all time high of
$32,984,000 which is an increase of $608,629 from the end of year December 31, 2018.
The financial statements will be published in the Jednota newspaper.

Annuity Rates:
The President led a review of the current annuity rates. It was decided the rates

remain the same and be reviewed at the next Executive Committee meeting in June.

SALES AND MARKETING:

The Vice President gave a production report on our agents to the Executive Com-
mittee. He stated we are still recruiting and adding new agents, and at present have over
300 agents. The Home Office is sending the independent agents monthly updates on our
products. The independent agents are also in frequent contact with Andrew P. Rajec, Direc-
tor of Independent Agents. The Home Office continues an extensive Facebook ad recruiting
campaign to recruit agents in the states we are licensed in.

The Executive Secretary stated that the Home Office is working with our marketing
firm to develop new seminar presentations.

The Executive Secretary reminded the Executive Committee that we are required
to use the new 2017 CSO starting 1/1/2020. This will involve a complete review of all our
products and repricing done by our actuary and to be filed with the 27 states we are licensed
in for approval. Once this is completed we will be required to update all our marketing ma-
terials and illustration software. We are reviewing proposals from two current vendors.

The Executive Secretary gave an update on the referral program for recommend-
ers. He plans to send out information to all branch officers in August and have this program
available September 1, 2019.

The Executive Secretary stated that the 2019 Membership Meet will be held No-
vember 9-17, 2019 aboard Carnival Magic. The 8 day cruise will depart from Fort Lauder-
dale and stop at Grand Turk, La Romana, Curacao and Aruba. More information will be
published in the Jednota and posted on the fcsu.com website. The Executive Secretary
stated that there are still cabins available.

MIDDLETOWN:
The President stated there are no additional updates on the property at this time.
The President will keep the Committee updated on any developments.

MISCELLANEOUS:
The President gave a review on the joint bowling tournament with the Greek Catho-
lic Union and the Slovak Catholic Sokol that was held May 17-18, 2019.

The President stated that the FCSU golf tournament will be held at Cedarbrook

on August 17-18, 2019 in Belle Vernon, PA. Details will be published in the Jednota news-
paper and posted on our website.

The President stated that Fraternal Activities Director Kevin Collins plans to intro-
duce a new fraternal event every quarter and he is currently working on a contest featuring
the NFL.

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V jiani uplynulo 70
rokov od Levodskej vzbury

Od Levocskej vzbury uplynulo v mesiaci jin 70 rokov. Takmer 300 I'udi z mesta i okolitych dedin prislo
v juni 1949 pred faru chranit’ vtedajSieho levocského farara Jozefa Vojtasa pred zatknutim a odvedenim.
Dekan levocského dekanatu FrantiSek Dlugos pripomina, ze komunisti cheeli I'udi vyprovokovat’ k nasil-
nostiam a prekazit’ tak put’ na Mariansku horu. ,,Aj ked’ sa ptt’ v tom roku nakoniec konala, vo vézniciach
s neprimerane tvrdymi trestami skoncilo 52 l'udi,” uviedol.

Po zavedeni totalitného rezimu po roku 1948 sa ter¢om utokov zo strany vlady stala cirkev. Komunisti
sa snazili ziskat’ kontrolu najmi nad ¢innostou katolickej cirkvi, ktora kladla najvacsi odpor. Narodné
zhromazdenie prijalo zakony, ktoré mali viest' k priame;j likvidacii cirkvi. ,,Udalosti z juna 1949 sa radia k
najdramatickej$im konfliktom monopolnej socialistickej politickej moci nielen s cirkvou, ale aj s krest’an-
skou tradiciou a katolickym vierovyznanim slovenského naroda. Spis§ bol uz v tom ¢ase Statnou ideologiou
obvinovany z klérofasizmu a protistatnych aktivit,” vysvetlil Dlugos.

V maji 1949 zacali miestni funkcionari zbierat’ podpisy na vyhlasenie tzv. katolickej akcie. Tym, ktori ju
nepodpisali, hrozilo prenasledovanie. Tento pocin viedol biskupov k vydaniu pastierskeho listu, v ktorom
oznacovali akciu za nezakonnu, rozvratnicku a protikrestansku. V nedelu 19. juna 1949 vicsina kiazov aj
napriek hrozbe trestného stihania tento list precitala veriacim pocas bohosluzieb. Po ndvstevach Statnych
uradnikov na farach sa veriaci zacali obavat zatykania kilazov, ¢o vyvolalo otvorené vzbury v priblizne 50
slovenskych obciach. Najvacsou z nich bola Levocska vzbura. ,,V Levoci islo o protipravne a ni¢im ne-
odovodnené zatknutie levocského farara, kanonika Jozefa Vojtasa. Takmer 300 I'udi prislo pred faru branit
svojho oblibeného a uznavaného duspastiera. Pre zbyto¢ni horlivost’ vtedajsicho predsedu komunistickej
strany v Levoci sa spociatku pokojny protest ,,rozhorel” do otvoreného incidentu. Privolané policajné po-
sily reagovali na spravodlivé rozhoréenie levocskych veriacich neprimerane tvrdo a samy sposobili chaos.
Este tvrdsi postup zvolili vtedajsie sudy, ktoré Gicastnikom Levocskej vzbury vymerali také vysokeé tresty,
ktoré boli v rozpore s vtedajsim zakonmi,” priblizil Dlugos.

Do vizenia sa dostali mladi chlapci, matky malych deti ¢i Zivitelia rodin. Mnohi si celé tresty odsedeli vo
vézniciach v Leopoldove ¢i [lave. Niektori dostali v roku 1950 amnestiu, ingm boli odpustené Casti trestov.
Po prepusteni im na trade pridelili niitené prace v bani a iné tazké prace. Farara Jozefa Vojtasa pocas vzbu-
ry neobvinili, Statna bezpe¢nost’ ho viak zaistila v jili 1950 a véizneny bol az do roku 1969.

Levocsky dekan spoznal pocas svojho pdsobenia v tomto meste takmer polovicu tcastnikov odstidenych
v vzbure. ,,Tychto farnikov som s tictou vyprevadzal aj do ve¢nosti. Poslednou z nich bola pani Maria Re-
pakova, najmladsia ucastnicka dramatickych udalosti. Maria Vilkovska dostala desat’ rokov tvrdého Zalara
napriek tomu, ze bola v tom ¢ase matkou niekol’komesa¢ného dietata. Z otcov, ktori svoju statocnost’ za-
platili nesmiernym utrpenim, si zaslazi spomienku Michal Hasaj. Bol uvézneny a doma zostala manzelka s
dvomi malickymi det'mi,” upozornil Dlugos, ktory dal pri prilezitosti 50. vyroc¢ia udalosti osadit’ v Bazilike
sv. Jakuba pamétnu tabul'u s menami a vyskami trestov odstidenych. Prave v blizkosti kostola sa Levoéska
vzbura odohrala. ,, Tieto udalosti zostavaju stale platnou vyzvou, aby sme sa nehanbili vyznat’ svoju vieru,
hlasit’ sa bez obav k drahocennej marianskej ticte a byt prikladom ¢istého krestanského zivota,” uzatvara
levocsky dekan.
