The month of March has always been significant 
for Slovaks as St. Joseph’s month.  I fondly recall my 
mother’s unique devotion as she claimed St. Joseph to 
be in charge of the keys to her home.  

In St. Matthew’s Gospel, we meet him as a righteous 
man, unwilling to disgrace Mary.  God saw the anxiety 
in Joseph’s heart and sent an angel to both approve 
the marriage and announce the birth of their son.  The 
directive to name the child Jesus also serves to right-
fully establish Joseph as the father of the child, the 
Savior of all.  Joseph realized the meaning and power 
of the title, Emmanuel – God’s presence in their lives.  

Immediately, dutifully, he took charge as head of the family.  Joseph managed the trip to 
Bethlehem, the escape to Egypt and the return to Nazareth in Galilee (Mt 1,2).

So obvious and filial was Jesus’ own devotedness to his foster father that the villagers 
referred to him as “the son of Joseph” (Lk4:22).  We venerate you, St. Joseph, not only as 
the Protector of Christ in his childhood, but also as the Guardian of his Mystical Body now, 
the Church.  This devotion was promulgated by Pope John Paul II.

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27 – 2nd Sunday of Lent – March 17, 2019

I am of more or less half Croatian and 
half Irish ancestry, with perhaps a little 
bit of German stock added in way back.  
This year the second Sunday of Lent hap-
pens to fall on the seventeenth of March, 
the feast of Saint Patrick, and so naturally 
my Irish side (and eyes) are smiling today. 
Alas, for the sons and daughters of Erin 
the world over our great feast day humbly 

defers to the Lenten Sunday, but if we are careful we can find some 
inspiration in today’s scripture readings that forecast the powerful 
movement of faith that would characterize the life of Saint Patrick 
and the people he came to adopt as his own.

We begin in the Book of Genesis, with the account of the covenant the Lord made with 
Abram.  Hoping for a sign from the Lord, Abram bemoans his childlessness and his need 
for an heir, and at that moment the Lord calls him forth from his tent and says: “‘Look up at 
the sky and count the stars, if you can. Just so, shall your descendants be.” The author of 
Genesis adds: “Abram put his faith in the Lord, who credited it to him as an act of righteous-
ness” (Gen 15:5-6).

The Irish have very often stood in need before the Lord, and have lived their lives through 
strong faith, on both counts resembling our forefather Abram. They have indeed endured 
great hardships and injustices, some of which were visited upon them precisely on account 
of their faith in God, and they withstood these things with the spirit of Saint Paul, who in the 
reading today from Philippians reminds us that “our citizenship is in heaven, and from it we 
also await a savior, the Lord Jesus Christ” (Phil 3:20).

The lesson in this is that none of us escapes life without some measure of uncertainty and 
vulnerability (like that felt by Abram), and suffering (like that endured by Saint Patrick and 
the Irish people). Further, we learn from Abram and Saint Paul that finding the strength to 
bear such things in faith is not a weak-minded “pie in the sky” attitude but is instead a very 
natural response—to trust in the goodness of humanity and to look beyond it in the hope that 
a greater and definitive good lies at its source.

Still, faith doesn’t make the uncertainties and pains of life go away; rather, it helps us to 
look past them and to see the end toward which we are moving, and the glory that awaits 
those who abide, like Abram and Saint Patrick, in God’s righteousness. This is where to-
day’s gospel reading catches us:  Peter, James, and John saw Jesus “transfigured” before 
their eyes, if only for a moment: “While he was praying his face changed in appearance 
and his clothing became dazzling white” (Luke 9:29). They had a glimpse in faith of what 
awaited them beyond the hardship of Jesus’ passion and death. But they first had to endure 
with Christ in faith—just as Abram, Saint Patrick, and Saint Paul endured their hardships in 
faith—before they tasted his victory.

The glimpse of Christ’s exaltation seen in the Transfiguration today was the fulfillment of 
Abram’s dreams and gives us hope as we follow his footsteps in faith.  Let us pray in this 
Lenten season that we might persevere through the difficult moments in life with the spirit of 
Abram, Saint Patrick, and Saint Paul, so that one day in the presence of Christ we might join 
with all our ancestors of every nation in saying “Master, it is good that we are here” (Luke 
9:33).  

March 24 2019 – Third Sunday of Lent

The Third Sunday of Lent is a loud and clear call to repentance.  
We are halfway through Lent and these readings are a reminder to 
continue to do some soul searching and examination of our con-
sciences during this season of repentance.  

The people told Jesus about the Galileans who Pilate had slaugh-
tered insinuating that their deaths were because of their sins.  Je-
sus responds by telling them that their sins were not greater than 
any other Galileans, and tells them, “I tell you, if you do not repent, 
you will perish as they did.”  He hen brings up the account of a tow-
er that fell and killed eighteen people in Siloam, and reiterates that 
they were no more sinners than the rest of the people of Jerusalem, 
and repeats, “I tell you, if you do not repent, you will perish as they 
did.” The message is clear, “Repent or die.”  The Church observes 
this yearly season of repentance so that we might not die, but live. 
Lent leads us to the Triduum during which we celebrate the victory of Jesus over death, and 
the promise he gives us to everlasting life.  If we want to live we need the true desire to turn 
away from sin and walk more and more faithfully with Jesus.  Jesus ends this teaching with 
the lesson of the fig tree.  If it doesn’t bear fruit at first, let’s give it another year.  Eventually, 
if it doesn’t bear fruit it will be cut down.  Jesus gives us time to repent and bear fruit, but 
sooner or later the day of judgement will come for each one of us.  Repentance should not 
be put off, but is something we should be mindful of every day.  

In Second Corinthians Saint Paul reminds us of the lesson to be learned from the history 
of Israel.  Time and time again God intervened to help them and rescue them, and time and 
time again they soon forgot and turned away again.  We receive many blessings from the 
Lord, and have the opportunity to celebrate his mercy in Confession, yet we soon turn back 
to sin.  Every year we observe Lent as our opportunity to return to the Lord, to begin fresh 
so as to bear fruit. This repeated turning away from and returning to the Lord can be both 
discouraging and heartening.  

When we repent and make the resolution to turn away from a particular sin or sins we 
do so with deep sincerity, as well as the knowledge that we will find ourselves in sin again. 
It can be discouraging to face the same sins repeatedly and just as repeatedly ask God’s 
forgiveness.  We can easily get to the point where we wonder, “what’s the use of confessing, 
I’m only going to sin again.” This discouragement could keep us away from God’s mercy 
and lead us farther and farther away from the Lord.  We can learn from the Israelites that 
as often as they sinned and wandered away from God, that it was they who wandered, not 
God.  God was always present and awaiting their return.  Jesus points out that God’s love is 
even greater than the Israelites understood. Like the Good Shepherd, when we wander off, 
God is seeking us out. 

The lack of repentance leads to death, but Jesus shows us how to escape death by re-
pentance.  When we repent we embrace the love and mercy of Jesus, we accept the depth 
of God’s love who sent his Son Jesus, who died for us. God’s desire for us is that we have 
life everlasting with him.  Lent is our time to rediscover God’s desire and all he does for us 
to bring us back to him.
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Message from the National Chaplain
Pope Francis has designated October 2019 as an Extraordi-

nary Mission Month.  It is his intention to awaken within the entire 
Catholic Christian community of faith the mandate of Jesus to pro-
claim the Gospel to all peoples and to reinvigorate a missionary 
spirit among the faithful. 

As we prepare for this commemoration next October, I have 
prepared a series of profiles of individuals who left their home-
land to travel to a distant land for the sake of making known the 
Gospel of Christ.  Some of these people are well-known, others 
not so much.  Some are Saints of the Church, others were known 
for their sanctity of life, still others gave the supreme sacrifice of 
their lives and died martyrs for the faith.  It is hoped that by these 
profiles one may become more inspired to support missionaries through prayer and financial 
resources, and maybe even willing to become a missionary oneself.

The first missionary to be profiled is Father James Borst, MHM.  Father Jim, as he was 
known, used his talents as an educator, retreat director, evangelist, and author in his mission 
work.  Born in the Netherlands on August 3, 1932, he joined the Saint Joseph Missionary 
Society of Mill Hill (England) and was ordained to the priesthood in 1957.  He continued 
his studies for another six years before setting out for the Apostolic Prefecture of Kashmir 
and Jammu, which is in the northern part of India near the Pakistani border.   A great major-
ity (93%) of the population there is Muslim.  Christians account for only 14,000 people or 
0.0014% of the population.  

In 1975, Father Jim began to travel throughout India, giving retreats to priests and reli-
gious as well as in local villages.  By 1991 he returned to Kashmir where he established two 
schools, both named after the Good Shepherd.  At this time, he also began collaborating on 
a translation of the New Testament and the Psalms into the local language of the Kashmiri.    

Not everyone was pleased with Father Jim’s work.  It is suspected that Islamic intellectu-
als, jealous at the success of the Good Shepherd schools, were behind government efforts 
in 2010 and 2011 to have him expelled from the country on charges of proselytism and 
forced conversions.  The orders were later rescinded.  

Father Jim Borst died September 5, 2018 at the age of 86.   He spent 55 years as a mis-
sionary in India.  He was the last missionary from Mill Hill to serve in the Kashmir region.

Slovak Foreign Minister Selects 
FOS’ Russell and Senko for 

Prestigious Award
Slovak Foreign Minister Miroslav Lajčák has selected Friends of Slovakia (FOS) Found-

ing Chairman, Amb. Theodore Russell, and  Board Chairman, Joseph Senko, to receive 
the prestigious Golden Medal of the Minister of Foreign and European Affairs of the Slovak 
Republic.  The medals were presented to the two recipients on Feb. 15, 2019 by Slovak 
Ambassador Ivan Korčok, prior to the Annual Meeting of the FOS Board of Directors, at the 
Slovak Embassy in Washington.  In his remarks, Amb. Korčok cited the outstanding work of 
both recipients in promoting the democratic aspirations of Slovakia and Slovak – U.S. rela-
tions and friendship.

Amb. Russell’s long career in the U.S. Foreign Service was capped by his becoming the 
first U.S. ambassador to the newly independent Slovak Republic.  He went on to help found 
Friends of Slovakia, which advocated for Slovakia’s integration into NATO and other West-
ern institutions, and which continues to support U.S. - Slovak relations.  Mr. Senko has had 
a long-career as an advocate for Slovak –American solidarity and for U.S.-Slovak friendship, 
in serving as Slovak Honorary Consul for Pennsylvania, as well as Chairman of FOS.  He 
also has been active in the Slovak American fraternal organizations, founded the Western 
Pennsylvania Slovak Cultural Association (WPSCA), and is a long-standing member of the 
First Catholic Slovak Union, Branch 254.  The Golden Medal award is a fitting tribute to these 
two individuals as they step down from their long service on the FOS Board of Directors, 
while they will stay engaged with the organization on its Board of Advisors.  

At the FOS Annual Meeting that followed the presentation, election for the Board of Direc-
tors was held, and the slate of Officers and Executive Committee were appointed.  FOS saw 
transitions, with three new members added and three members, in addition to Amb. Russell 
and Mr. Senko, departing.  The new members welcomed to the Board are Dr. Elizabeth Gu-
ran, Dr. Martina Hrvolova and  Dr. Cecilia Rokusek.  FOS expresses appreciation and best 
wishes to its departing board members, Dr. Sharon Fisher, Dr. Eva Jenkins and Mr. David 
Blazek.  

Marking the transition in leadership, the Board appointed new officers for 2019.  Scott N.  
Thayer, a career Foreign Service officer and former Chargé d'affaires in Bratislava, was ap-
pointed FOS Chairman.  Ken Bombara and Lillian McEnany will continue as Vice Chairman 
and Secretary, respectively, and Tom Skladony was appointed Treasurer.  Roger Kodat, 
Richard Marko and Jan Surotchak were appointed to join the officers on the FOS Executive 
Committee. At the meeting, the Board also presented  Amb. Russell and Mr. Senko with a 
plaque honoring their service to FOS. The new Board and Executive Committee look for-
ward to building on FOS’ outstanding accomplishments as it moves into a new era in support 
of U.S. –Slovak friendship.

3.	 ELIGIBILITY: This Tournament is open to all 
First Catholic Slovak Union male and female bonafide 
MEMBERS IN GOOD STANDING. All winners will be 
checked before any prize money is awarded.

4.	 CONSENT RULES: Any grade or high school 
student who has not at- tained the age of eighteen (18) 
must have written consent of his/her parents or guardian in 
order to participate in USBC Certified Tournament where 
cash or merchandise prizes are offered. Said written con-
sent must be on a form approved by USBC and must be on 
file with Tournament Committee at least one week before 
the bowler is eligible for tournament competition unless the 
student is accompanied by his/her parents, in which case 
the parental consent form may be filed up to the time the 
student starts to bowl.

Bowlers who have no established average will use their 
highest sanctioned league average of at least 21 games as 
of March 15, 2019. Male bowlers who have no established 
average for this year or last year will be listed as 175 av-
erage and will be handicapped accordingly.

More than just a word… Slovo Celebrates 50 years 
Daniel Černý

Fifty years ago, a new magazine was published 
entitled Slovo – the Word.  This event in1969 marked 
a special day for the Byzantine Catholics in Slova-
kia. It was published on February 14, the feastday of 
St. Cyril, Apostle of the Slavs, and its content was 
a true honor to the 1100th anniversary of the pass-
ing of St. Cyril. Slovo - which indicates not only God 
the Word, but also the Cyrilo-Methodean mission with 
their translation of the Word of God – has become 
throughout the intervening 50 years a real companion 
for countless Byzantine Catholics, living not only in 
Slovakia, but also abroad. 

The very first issue was a great success, a testa-
ment to which is the fact this single project regularly 
printed and has continued even to this day. Among 
the editors have been:  Rev. Ladislav Hučko (father of 
the current Exarch of Prague, Msgr. Ladislav Hučko); 
Rev. Emil Korba (who was at time also editor of the 
largest Slovak Catholic newspaper – Katolícke no-
viny); Rev. Štefan Papp; Rev. František Dancák; lay-
man Blažej Kransovský; and since 2000,  Rev. Juraj 
Gradoš, who presently steers the wheel of this maga-
zine. The magazine includes interesting articles to 
appreal to all generations, informing them also about 
the Church life, not only within the Byzantine Catho-
lic Church in Slovakia, but also in the more universal 
Catholic World. 

If we consider the invasion of August 1968 and the 
events afterwards, it was sort of a miracle to start a 
new religious magazine in the then Czecho-Slovakia. 
A special academic conference was held in Prešov 
in February 2019 to commemorate this anniversary. 

Slovo was not the first Slovak magazine for Byz-
antine Catholics in Slovakia, as this honor goes to 
Jednota sv. Cyrila a Metoda (Union of Ss. Cyril and 
Methodius), which was a magazine by an organiza-
tion of the same name published during WWII. This 
organization responded to the growing need for Byz-
antine Catholics, who considered themselves to be 

Slovaks. The response to this magazine was marvel-
ous, and soon the organization started to publish an-
nual calendars as well. Yet, the liquidation of the Byz-
antine Catholic Church in Slovakia in 1950 brought 
an end to this organization, as well as its magazine. 

At approximately the same time, when the Church 
was persecuted in Slovakia, several new parishes 
for Byzantine rite Slovaks in Canada offered publica-
tions. One such magazine was entitled Maria, which 
was published in 1955-1969 and then again in 1976-
1989 after a short break. Among its editors were Rev. 
František Fuga, Reverend and later Bishop Michael 
Rusnák, CSsR, Rev. Andrej Krafčík, and for the whole 
second period (1976-1989) Mária was blessed with 
an outstanding editor in the person of layman Jozef E. 
Suchý. These people, together with their most faith-
ful contributor Rev. Michael Lacko, SJ from Rome, 
helped to communicate the life of the church and 
the truths of the Byzantine Catholic faith - not only 
to Slovaks in diaspora, but also, when smuggled, to 
the homeland. It was thanks to these personalities 
that many Byzantine Catholic articles were printed 
in additional publications like Jednota, Sokol, Slovák 
v Amerike, Kanadský Slovák and others. They were 
like torchbearers to those in the darkness.

After the fall of Communism in the then Czecho-
Slovakia, Mária ceased to exist, whereupon its last 
editor, Mr. Jozef Suchý, became a regular contribu-
tor to the very same Slovo which is now celebrating 
50 years.  Since its inception all the way until today, 
Slovo definitely has been more than just a word. It 
tries to be a reflection of the good news, brought to 
the world, by the one and only true Word, the Word of 
God. Christ himself. 

About the Author
Daniel Černý (1983) was born in Košice, Slovakia. 

He received his PhD from the Pontifical Oriental In-
stitute in Rome, with a thesis on the Slovak Greek 
Catholics in Canada. He focuses in his writings on 
Slovaks and their diaspora, especially those of the 
Byzantine rite.

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Book review by Michael J. Kopanic, Jr., Ph.D.

Matilda Macháčová  Spomínanie : na minulosťnárečie, zvyky, život a prácu obyvateľov v 
Trenčianskych Bohuslavíc najmä na rozhraní 19. a 20. storočia (Recollections: the past, customs, 
customs, life and work of the inhabitants of Trenčianske Bohuslavice, especially at the 19th and 20th 
centuries), consultant Dušan Zaťovič, Trenčianske Bohuslavice: Obecný úrad Trenčianske Bohuslav-
ice, 2017, 217 pp. ISBN: 978-80-972886-8-6

In recent years in Slovakia, many towns and villages have published mounds of materials about 
their communities, industry and business, the history and local attractions in various brochures, news-
papers, specialized journals, and books.  In this work, Spomínanie (Recollections), journalist Matilda 
Macháčová, wished to depart from the usual formal types of histories which features the story of the 
noble Erdödy family and its marvelous chapel (kaplnka) of the Immaculate Conception of the Virgin 
Mary (Nepoškvrneného počatia Panny Márie), which I wrote about in an earlier article.  

Instead she concentrates on the človečina, i.e., the regular people, in her native village of 
Trenčianske Bohuslavice.  Her book focuses on how the village people lived over the years through 
attention to their customs, dialect, holidays, and the happy and sad occasions of their lives.  What 
emerges is a rich mixture of history with a concentration on the lives and customs of ordinary folk, a 
more ethnographic picture of the past.

She embarked on her effort to record the story of the people of Trenčianske Bohuslavice after retir-
ing from her profession as a writer for a teachers’ magazine.  After having worked in Bratislava for 
most of her life, she returned to her native village.  In a sense, she never left her village, for like many 
Slovaks working in cities, she spent many weekends and all her holidays there; it is where she felt at 
home, where her roots were.   Her mission became an attempt to put in writing about her home and 
the character of the people, mainly from the 19th and 20th centuries.

Historical Background
After presenting a brief history of the village and its former manor house, Macháčová elaborated on 

its demography and agriculture-based economy based on raising and selling fruits, their byproducts, 
especially palenka (brandy).  The village counted only 280 inhabitants in the late 18th century, but the 
number rose to 586 by 1948, 663 by 1970, and over 900 by the 1990s.  

As small as the village was, people still employed a variety of terms for chotári, the territories 
belonging to the community.  Again a few examples provide a taste of the several dozen local expres-
sions:  Dolinky, Kozie nohy, Lúcky, Nad Balázom, Pod Tureckom, Vojnové.

Interestingly, after the formation of independent Czechoslovakia after 1918, due to interruption 
of markets, many local residents worked abroad performing seasonal work in Bohemia, Moravia, 
Silesia, Austria, Germany, France, and the lowlands.   They usually left before Easter and did not 
return home with their savings until December!  Others left and stayed abroad, permanently settling 
especially in the USA, Canada, and Argentina.  Since the Velvet Revolution, the relatively peaceful 
setting has become an increasingly preferred residence for a home form many who are employed in 
a larger nearby city.

The Local Dialect and People
To a great extent, the location of Trenčianske Bohuslavice helped shape the character of the peo-

ple and their local dialect.  Situated just a few kilometers north of Nové Mesto nad Vahom and about 
21 km south of Trenčín, it lies at the gateway of the Bošáčka valley, and close to the Váh River, which 
drains much of western Slovakia, and provided an historical highway for travel, trade, and commerce 
to Budapest and other markets.  The proximity of the Váh impacted its history, customs and spoken 
dialect.  Since it was so close to Moravia in the Czech Republic, the village stood at the crossroads 
of many cultures.  Czech, German, and Hungarian culture influenced the evolution of its history and 
its unique dialect.  

Ironically, when visiting during the summer of 2018, I found that quite a number of local words 
resembled those of the Spiš region, probably due to the pervasive German similarities.  Macháčová 
elaborates on that in the book.  For instance, some of the older inhabitants of Trenčianske Bohuslav-
ice use the “dz” which compares with the Spiš dialect for words like dzekujem (Thanks!) or dzedzina 
(village)!  Other consonant (spoluhlásky) and diphthongs (dvojhlásky) bear a similar pronunciation: 
ščascje (happy or lucky) instead of the standard literary Slovak “šťastie”.  Likewise, both dialects use 
gdo instead of kto for the word “who”.  On the other hand, unlike eastern Slovak dialects which are 
softer, the Bohuslavice dialect often uses a hard rather than a soft sound for verbs, such as in bákat, 
meaning “to speak loudly”,  and in mlet instead of the literary mlieť (to grind).

To assist the reader in understanding the local dialect, the author included a useful “Dictionary of 
the Bohuslavice Dialect” (Slovník bohuslovického nárečia) of 101 pages, which proves useful when 
reading as a reference to words when reading the text (although it might be better placed at the end 
of book rather than in early pages).  For example, she refers to the ancestors of Bohuslovičania as 
“Močkári”, i.e., their predecessors liked to smoke pipes and chewed tobacco and snuff (žuvali “dohán 
a močku”).

Other features include individual and family of people in the village under a variety of categories.  
Among them are the last names common in the village, which often made reference to one’s fam-
ily background, work, or craft. Here is brief sampling: Borica, Citrón, Dochtor, Kalendár, Mračno, 

Ovečka, Pekný Jozko, Sova, Veverička, etc.  
The overwhelming majority of the people tilled the land for a living, and they often raised horses, 

cows, pigs, chickens, geese, ducks, turkeys, and sometimes guinea fowl (perličky) or oxen (voly).  
Women played a vital role in keeping the household afloat during tough times, such as between the 
world wars, when they made soap from pork bones.  The ladies filled their spare time during winters 
by embroidering (vyšívať), crocheting (hačkovať), knitting (plieť), weaving (tkať), etc.

Craftsmen also worked in the village: stolári (carpenters), murári (bricklayers), pánsky krajčír (a 
gentleman’s tailor), dámska krajčírka (a lady’s tailor), mlynár (a miller), and kováč (a blacksmith), 
etc.  Here again, some names of these masters are listed, as well as the people who helped build the 
railroad.  Other lists include those whom the author found to have performed military service in World 
War I, with some photos to add a face to some of these soldiers.

Traditional Customs
Trenčianske Bohuslavice had its own local traditions and a particular way of practicing them 

in.   Complete with original photos, the author explains some pre-Christmas practices, Christmas 
(Vianoce), New Years Eve through Epiphany, the pig slaughter (Zabijačky), the Easter period 
(Veľkonočné obdobie), and the St. George Day fire (Juraské ohne).  The book also details of the 
customs and speeches surrounding the preparations for a wedding, rites at the reception, and the 
post-nuptial ceremonial wishes for blessings as the bride enters a new stage in life. Finally, the cus-
toms conclude with the burial observances, including the original text of a typical funeral message to 
the mourners, which Anna Švančaríková recited in 1941.

Besides special occasions, Bohuslovičania utilized their free time for cultural enrichment. They 
regularly put on plays and operetta; the book features photos of the amateur theater group (divadelný 
súbor), with the performers’ names.  The local factory Hydrstav sponsored its own singing group, and 
during the 1940, Emil Polák founded a band complete with accordion, guitar, mandolin, clarinet, and 
drums.  In summers, they put on outdoor concerts and sang Czech and Slovak folk songs. Women 
of the village regularly played sports such as volleyball and soccer, and some even joined the fire 
brigade.  

When people became ill, few could afford to go to a doctor (the nearest in Nové Mesto nad Váhom, 
Trenčín or Moravia), so most utilized to deal with various illnesses. Examples of herbal medicines 
as remedies are presented.  For example, they got rid of tapeworms (hlísty) with a mixture of warm 
milk and garlic.  A hissing in the ears (hučanie v ušiach) was soothed with steam over hay droppings 
(naparovanie nad senným trusom).  For measles (osýpky) and other pains and wounds they used 
fresh cabbage leaves (kapustové listy).  Putting the leaves n a child’s face would prevent pockmarks 
(rapavá).  And home remedies applied to keeping important domestic animals healthy as well.  These 
are just a few samples, but show how poor people had to be resourceful with available remedies for 
common maladies.

Other customs were more cosmetic and aimed to keep a maiden beautiful.  For instance, village 
lore recommended the young ladies wash their faces with morning dew.  When they first saw a swal-
low (lastovička) flying, they were supposed to run quickly to a nearby stream and wash there so they 
would be as healthy and nimble as the little bird.  But they were not to open their mouth around a frog 
(žaba), because it would supposedly count her teeth, an omen of bad luck.

Foods
All are interested in eating and a variety of foods also counted among local customs.  Bread was 

the staple food for both the rich and the poor, and people considered it a gift from God.  When a piece 
of bread fell on the ground, they would pick it up, blow on it, and kiss it.  Generally, they baked bread 
on Friday and Saturday for the entire week.

The poorest families ate soup with bread three times a day.  Some other staples of the diet in-
cluded legumes, potatoes, cabbage, rutabaga, and kale (strukoviny, zemiaky, kapusta, kvaka, and 
kel).   Those who had the means could afford a better diet that might include noodles sprinkled 
with poppy seeds, nuts and cheese or "frflanky" – plum jam noodles sprinkled with poppy seeds 
and sugar (slíže s makovou, orechovou a tvarohovou posýkpkou alebo “frflanky” – čižé lekvaráové 
slíže posypané makom a kryštálovým cukrom).  Also popular were potato pancakes, a bread pastry, 
cookies, filled rolls, plum balls, noodle and potato pooridge (lokše, pagáčky, beneše, buchty, slivkové 
gule, strukovinové a zemiakové kašče); a fruit syrup added even more flavor.  Meat was only eaten 
on Sundays.  For snacks, bread spread with onions, butter or plum preserves was typical.  People 
also made their own “lazy man’s” cheese (hnilý syr) with paprika, horseradish, and other spices to eat 
themselves, but also sold molded forms as well as eggs, poultry, and cottage cheese (tvaroh) at the 
market to earn some extra money.

Conclusion
While it is impossible to relate all the rich history, events, happenings, and customs in this short 

review, one does get a taste for the immense variety of information in Macháčová’s book.  In addi-
tion to the topics discussed above, the book surveys everything from the paths around the village, 
various sayings, lore, and proverbs, clothing styles, the types of greenery and flowers in the village, 
to the schools, how children played, and the myriad of individual personal stories that people have 
related to her.  The book covers an immense mountain of information, but even she admits that it far 
from perfect or comprehensive, and represents just a drop in a sea (“kvapka v mori”).  But it offers an 
important starting point to build on, 

In her final pages she acknowledges how the people have endured and this mosaic of the lives of 
ordinary folk gives us a better idea of village life over the last century.  Despite many challenges and 
pitfalls of chance and history, the people have endured.  Oni a viera v Boha ich aj tých najťažších 
chíľchach držali nad vodu.  Vážmi si ich, lebo bez ich, lebo bez ich by sme neboli. (They and their faith 
in God, even in the most difficult of circumstances, held their heads above water.  Appreciate them, 
for without them, without their contributions, we would not be what we are.)

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2018 Youngstown-Spišská Nová Sister Cities Tour:
Lasting Friendships, Memories and Bumper Cars

Despite a direct flight from Newark to Vienna, 
Austria, a trip to Slovakia is still a relatively long 
trip.  As such, it is always comforting to board our 
waiting 49 passenger, air-conditioned bus com-
plete with restroom, for the short ride to Bratisla-
va.   Upon crossing the border to enter Slovakia, 
Arnie Mesaros, the best bus driver in Slovakia, 
safely parked the bus to allow the traditional 
toast to Slovakia, and the beginning of the land 
tour.  The bus was stocked with a variety of bev-
erages including red and white wine, borovička, 
hruškovica and a few others, certainly ample to 
toast our arrival.  Those familiar with borovička 
will recognize it as a gin like liquor made from 
Juniper berries, while hruškovica uses pears as 
its base.  Many Slovaks claim that borovička has 
medicinal qualities that will be of benefit to those 
suffering bodily ailments particularly the diges-
tive system.  The initial experience will leave little 
doubt as to its potency.

Prior to the toast, super guide Viera Marecova 
announced that she had a video to play on the 
large screen at the front of the bus.  Expecting to 
see a video of a folk group toasting or something 
similar, a huge surprise surfaced on the screen in 
the person of Andrei Kiska, President of Slovakia 
welcoming the tour to Slovakia, and wishing for a 
safe, memorable, and enjoyable trip.  He specifi-
cally noted his awareness of the many assistive 
projects in which the Youngstown-Spišská Nová 
Ves Sister Cities Program has engaged and ex-
tended his personal gratitude.  It was a huge sur-
prise, and a most thoughtful gesture considering 
the demands on his time.  What an auspicious 
beginning to a memorable tour.

Staying at the newly renovated Park Hotel, 
formerly the Danube, was quite comfortable 
and the four-star rating completely justified.  
The restaurant in particular was restored to its 
former excellence which we had enjoyed years 
ago.  A visit to Petržalka, and Sad Janka Kráľa 
were welcome additions to the other interesting 
sites in Bratislava, and environs such as Devín 
Castle, St. Martins Cathedral, the Blue Church, 
as well as the old town.  The welcome dinner 
at the Garden Spot was a huge hit consisting 
of fine food, unlimited drinks (the wine flowed), 
great entertainment, and private accommoda-
tions exclusive to our group.  In addition to the 
fine performance by the musicians, singers and 
dancers, a session involved volunteers from the 
group joining the performers. What followed was 
highly enjoyable and hilarious, as the volunteers 
struggled with the demands of the dance steps 
in a rapidly increasing musical tempo.  The finale 
featured a competitive hat dance exchange while 
dancing to musical instruction concluded with 
Mary Wagner as the winner.  However, all of the 
participants in actuality were winners given the 
total enjoyment of all the spectators.  Thus, the 
group bonding was established early and gave 

evidence of a very special group.
Šaštín was a worthy addition to the 2018 tour.  

A young, newly ordained priest related the his-
tory of the Basilica of the Sorrows of The Blessed 
Virgin Mary, and was an excellent host admitting 
his nervousness as it was his initial assignment 
relative to tour groups.  Highly inspirational can 
best summarize the visit.

Most Slovak Americans are not familiar with 
the Slovak delicacy trdelník, which originated 
in Skalica. Arrangements were made for a first-
hand view of the baking process that involved a 
cake made from rolled dough wrapped around a 
stick, grilled, and then topped with sugar and wal-
nuts.  Our visit to Skalický Trdelník od Havilíkú 
was informative not only in disclosing the entire 
baking procedure, but also allowing select mem-
bers of the group to participate in the procedure.  
We were treated to unlimited portions and once 
again seemingly unlimited servings of wine.  We 
look forward to revisiting this delightful Slovak 
gem in the 2019 tour.

Smolenice is one of the many castles that 

may be visited in this country of historic castles.  
We were able to enjoy a traditional Slovak lunch 
while there in addition to the castle tour.  Not far 
from the castle is the cemetery where Štefan 
Banič is buried.  Slovak Americans should rec-
ognize Banič as the inventor of the modern para-
chute.  Banič  who worked as a coal miner in 
Greenville, PA, returned to his native Smolenice 
in his later years and was buried there. A para-
chute is engraved on his tombstone.  His story is 
interesting and readily available to all.

Aah! ----Trenčín and Jozef Duraci.   Our very 
good friend of many years, the highly person-
able and talented former singer/dancer greeted 
us as always with a welcome and program that 
exceeds an adequate description.  The festive 
evening included a delightful folk performance, 
goulash in unlimited portions, an endless sup-
ply of wine, borovička, hruškovica, and others.  
Joe delights when he is credited with making the 
best goulash in all of Slovakia, which of course 
is served with bread and pastries in ample por-
tions.  In keeping with past receptions, the tour 
group was invited to join the folk group and 
“learn” some basic dance steps which once again 
proved most enjoyable, humorous, and just plain 
fun.  The evening ended with much socializing, 
and picture taking with the young performers 
eager to participate.  The Finale. ------ All were 
invited to join Joe in singing, “Hej Slovaci.”  Of 
course, good friend and returnee Jerry Geibel, 
joined Joe along with Dr. John Adan (6 tours), 
Greg Maurer (3 tours), Bob Matsco (many tours), 
Robert Magruder, Bill Gaspar and some others.  
As we were returning to our bus a mixture of sad-
ness and joy was prevalent.  It is little wonder 
that the “Joe Duraci evening” is always a hit with 
all involved.  As our hosts accompanied us to the 
bus there were many hugs and fond farewells.

   Due to mechanical problems, the previously 
arranged boat ride with wine on the River Vah 
was cancelled. However, we substituted a visit 

to St Benedict of Sayord Monastery located near 
Trenčín.  The uphill challenge to the chapel in a 
cave was met by most of the group.

     Following a stop in Čičmany with the deco-
rated houses and museum we proceeded to 
Terchová, home of the Slovak Robin Hood Ju-
rai Janošik.  The large impressive monument to 
Janošik sits upon a very high hill, representing a 
challenge to anyone wishing to hike to its base.  
It is also highly visible to those wishing to view it 
from the small recreation area near the bus park-
ing area. Among the rides available in this area 
was a bumper car ride.  One of the female tour 
members expressed interest in riding the cars, 
and made an inquiry to the operator, who smiled 
while nodding in the affirmative. Within an in-
stant, many other tour participants got on board.  
They were the only riders and the amused op-
erator allowed them a very long ride, also invit-
ing them to return in typical Slovak cordiality.  A 
most interesting incident occurred during our 
visit to Svätý Kríž, the historic old and beautiful 
wooden church.  The group spaced out during 
the short walk from the bus, and suddenly voices 
erupted expressing surprise and obvious joy.  
Jerry Geibel, by coincidence, ran into a young 
Slovak woman who had been a good friend of his 
nephew when they were both students at John 
Cornell University, when she was an exchange 
student.  She was now living in the Czech Re-
public with her husband and was on a short visit 
to Slovakia visiting friends and family. They were 
exiting the church as Jerry was entering.  What 
timing ---five minutes either way and there would 
not have been such a serendipitous occasion. 

Always enjoyable is a visit to the famous 
walled city, Levoča also known as “The Holy 
City.” Always a favorite, Levoča offers many at-
tractions including the awe-inspiring cathedral, 
Bazilika svätého Jakuba (Bascilica of St. James) 
with the world’s highest hand carved wooden 
altar.  The altar carved by Master Pavol is one 
of his many carvings, and although they are all 
“masterful”, the altar in St. James ranks at the 
top of his many gorgeous works.  Eleven sep-
arate alters enhance the overall beauty of this 
magnificent edifice.  This city is the site of the 
annual pilgrimage (Odpust) every July.

Spiš Castle, the largest castle in Slovakia, 
presents a challenge inasmuch as it requires 
some walking to get there.  Most members were 
able to handle the long semi-circular road lead-
ing to the castle proper, and it is worth seeing for 
first time visitors.

Always a tour highlight is the official welcome 
reception with our Sister City, Spišská Nová Ves.  
Mayor Jan Volny PhD., seems to enjoy the visit 
while exerting maximum effort to make the oc-
casion enjoyable and memorable.  Proceeding 
Mayor Volny’s greeting was a succession of 
highly talented performers, and once again Lu-
cas Francovic sang so magnificently that tears 
were evident in the eyes of many.  We have seen 
and heard Lucas from the time he was just six-
teen years of age.  Presently he is enrolled in a 
prestigious university pursuing a degree in the 
Performing Arts.  Equally impressive, Zuzanna 
Kleinova earned a standing ovation with her ren-
dition of “Smoke Gets in Your Eyes”.  She is an 
administrative assistant to the mayor and tours 
have been privileged to have seen her perform 
over the past years.  A college junior, Petra Prav-
likove, majoring in Voice and Music also was 
spectacular.  Certainly she seems destined to 
have a successful career.

Following Mayor Volny’s welcome, and a brief 
response from James M. Bench, President of 
the Youngstown/ Spišská Nová Ves Sister Cities 
Program.  Tour participants were called individu-
ally to sign the official registry. The highly popular 
mayor then greeted each person while present-
ing a variety of gifts.

the Reduta Concert Hall for a sumptuous meal, 
informal socializing, and a few more vocals.  Lu-
cas, Zuzanna, and Petra stated, that they enjoy, 
performing for the Sister Cities Tour because 
the can see the appreciation in the eyes of the 
people.   Free time in the afternoon allowed for 
browsing and shopping in Spišská Nová Ves fol-
lowed by dinner in the Hotel U Leva, with sooth-
ing piano music.  The blind musician was very 
good and was brought in by the gracious hotel 
owner distinctly for our pleasure.

Slovaks revere the Tatra Mountains and the 
two-day stay in the Grand Hotel went by rapidly.  
The Grand Hotel lives up to its name providing 
splendid accommodations. We were able to ex-
perience the majesty of the mountains, and raft-
ing on the Dunajec River, which serves as the 
natural boundary between Slovakia and Poland. 
The day was dampened (no pun intended) by 
rain.  However, it did not dampen (no pun in-
tended) the hardy spirit of the group.  The group 
had a memorable visit to the small village of 
Tichý Potok where several members of the tour 
dressed in folk attire (kroj). 

The Zbojnícka Koliba (shepherd’s hut) in 
Stará Lesná features excellent food, good wine, 
and a great atmosphere.  The flaming Hot Tod-
dy served as soon as we were seated was an 
early indication of a cheerful evening.  Owners 
Strojini and Bicko usually join us for the majority 
of the time we are there.  They are aware that 
their tradition of cutting off the neckties of any 
customer wearing one, was compromised years 
ago when Kay Bench provided neckties for all 
including women.  Ever since, the necktie slash-
ing has become a tradition.  The evening of eat-
ing, drinking, dancing and overall merriment was 
enhanced by the Roma (gypsy) musicians who 
know virtually every song, Slovak and American, 
and are anxious to demonstrate their talents.  
For some reason, as in previous years, a congo 
line was started which extended throughout the 
entire building, and guests in other sections of 
the koliba joined in.  As the evening was winding 
down, the owners were announcing the closing 
time and directing people to the exit.  At the same 
time they were motioning for our group to stay for 
some additional expressions of friendship.  The 
partiality of the owners once again surfaced as it 
did throughout the evening.  The hilarity ended 
with the cutting of the one person in our group 
purposely wearing the cravat.

Bardejov, famous for its spas, has much to 
offer inasmuch as the city square is full of inter-
esting café’s, restaurants, and antique shops.  
The church St. Egidius as in many of Slovakia’s 
villages and cities is gorgeous.  The hand carv-
ing of St. Barbara, according to many, is possibly 
Master Pavol’s finest work.  For people interest-
ed in the Second World War history, Dukla Pass 
would qualify for a must see.  Tourists should 
prepare for a highly organized and thorough ori-

entation of the historic battle.  As we proceeded 
to Kosice, we stopped in the village of Sačurov 
for dinner and entertainment.  The hall and stage 
were spotless with breath taking decorations 
causing some to wonder if a wedding was to take 
place.  We were served with such a variety of 
what we perceived to have been the meal only 
to discover that what we had eaten were the ap-
petizers.  The entertainment was very good and 
included group participation following the initial 
performance.  Another Super Day!

Two days in Košice allowed for a little free time 
to explore the city independently, visit relatives 
or simply enjoy the biggest city in Eastern Slo-
vakia. The free time followed a tour of the city, 
the centerpiece being the gorgeous Cathedral of 
St. Elizabeth.  Staying at the Doubletree Hilton 
located on the main square was highly benefi-
cial given its proximity to shopping, restaurants, 
parks and the colorful musical water cascade, 
which also provided for a relaxing evening.

The two days passed quickly, and we pro-
ceeded to Sliač, and the wonderful spa Hotel, 
Kaskady.  Staying at the hotel allowed time to 
relax while enjoying the soothing thermal pools 
and other amenities.  We continued with the 
sightseeing visiting the Andrassey Mausoleum 
as well as the city of Banská Bystrica, where we 
enjoyed a specially prepared halupky (stuffed 
cabbage) dinner at the Červený Rak restaurant.

He agreed----- 
another example of Slovak hospitality.

It is difficult to adequately describe St. Em-
meran and perhaps Bill Gaspar said it best when 
he looked upward to the ceiling stating “I have 
been to Italy—I have been to Israel—I have 
traveled extensively, and Slovak churches are 
unbelievable!”  The visit to this treasure, was 
highly inspiring, and it is difficult to describe the 
emotion it evokes.  The Chapel of Pribina with 
its monastic choir niches or choir stalls was also 
an emotional experience.  It is the place where 
monks chant in prayer.  In order for us to experi-
ence the variation of tones acquired through the 
indentation in the concrete wall, Bill Gaspar was 
chosen to demonstrate the tonal qualities which 
he did impressively. 

As in recent tours, wine rich Pezinok was cho-
sen for the farewell dinner, and we enjoyed an 
evening of excellent food, fine entertainment, 
and the very best wine that the Pezinok wineries 
produce.  The dinner, wine, and entertainment 
was a fine conclusion to a memorable tour rich 
in history and culture of a beautiful nation and 
its people.  

     A look back at the Youngstown Sister City

The Home Office continues an extensive Facebook ad recruiting 
campaign to recruit agents in the states we are licensed in.  FCSU Commissions will be reviewed and 
compared against the competition.  

	 The President stated he and Andy P. Rajec, Director of Independent Agents, made per-
sonal calls to several agents to get input on how to improve our marketing strategy and the service of 
our agents.

	 The Executive Secretary led a discussion on the introduction of a bonus program for the 
agents that will go into effect February 1, 2019 – August 31, 2019.  The bonus program features a free 
cruise for 2 at the FCSU Membership Meet if certain sales goals are met.

	 The Executive Secretary stated that a referral program for recommenders will be intro-
duced on July 1, 2019.

	 The Executive Secretary stated that the 2019 Membership Meet will be held November 
9-17, 2019 aboard Carnival Magic.  The 8 day cruise will depart from Fort Lauderdale and stop at 
Grand Turk, La Romana, Curacao and Aruba. More information will be published in the Jednota and 
posted on the fcsu.com website.

Give Up Worry For Lent
Gary Zimak absolutely LOVED eating sweets. So for many years, he gave them up for 

Lent as a sacrifice for God. Though he stuck to his commitment, he came to realize that the 
spiritual benefits were lacking. 

During a “Christopher Closeup” interview, Gary told me, “Several weeks into Lent, the 
focus shifted and I lost sight of why I was doing it. All I kept thinking was: Two weeks until 
cake! I would literally be standing at the convenience store drooling over doughnuts…It took 
me a while to realize, is this helping me grow spiritually?”

Gary suspected that a lot of other people may be having the same kind of results with 
their Lenten sacrifices, so he wrote a book of daily reflections geared toward the topic that 
he knows the most about: worrying. And he titled his book “Give Up Worry for Lent: 40 Days 
to Finding Peace in Christ.” Gary used to suffer from debilitating worry that caused him to 
endure panic attacks, stomach disorders, and heart palpitations. Though he was a cradle 
Catholic who went to Mass every week, his anxiety didn’t change until he had a “personal 
encounter with Jesus.”

Gary now travels the country, talking to church groups about how God can help them 
move beyond worrying, and he has discovered that the problem is widespread. He said, 
“I hear it over and over again. Kids worry, adults worry. People are stressed out about the 
state of the world, their finances, their health, you name it. It is such a powerful open door to 
lead people to Jesus. They’re looking for relief, and He’s the relief they’re looking for, even 
though they don’t realize it.”

In “Give Up Worry For Lent’s” first reflection, Gary shares a personal story about one of 
the most troubling times of his life. His wife was pregnant with twin girls, but they were given 
only a ten percent chance of survival because they had a condition called twin-to-twin trans-
fusion syndrome. After going for treatment at Our Lady of Lourdes Hospital in Camden, New 
Jersey, the couple would go to the chapel. 

“When you’re going through something like that,” recalled Gary, “you realize just how 
helpless you are and how much you need the Lord. Above the sanctuary were the words of 
Matthew 11:28: ‘Come to Me, all who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.’ I 
remember looking up at those words while my wife and I were kneeling…[and] saying, ‘Lord, 
I need rest. I need You.’ That’s the message for each of us, especially those who are worried. 
He wants us to come to Him. That’s the answer.”

Thankfully, the Zimak girls are healthy and now 21 years old. But Gary can never forget 
about the lesson he learned during that experience. In the book, he also shares a wise quote 
from Venerable Fulton Sheen: “Nothing is more destined to create deep-seated anxieties in 
people than the false assumption that life should be free from anxieties.” Gary knows that 
quote is especially relevant in the modern age.

He said, “In John 16, Jesus said, ‘You will have problems, you will have tribulations, but 
be of good cheer. Why? Because I have overcome the world.’ Jesus never promised a 
problem-free life. He didn’t have one. His mother didn’t have one. St. Joseph didn’t have 
one…So when we look to eliminate all our problems, we’re trying to control something we 
can’t control.  Peace is found in the Lord.”

Košice – Primátor Košíc Jaroslav Polaček bude od 1. marca poberať mesačný plat 
vo výške 5316 eur. Poslanci mestského zastupiteľstva  (MsZ) na svojom štvrtkovom 
zasadnutí 14. februára odobrili zvýšenie zákonom stanovej výšky platu primátora o 40 
percent.

Prešov – Nový mestský cintorín v Prešove je nominovaný na ocenenie za architek-
túru Big see architecture awards 2019. Projekt Prešov – mestský cintorín - lesopark z 
ateliéru STOA architekti bol vybraný na spomínanú cenu a nominovaný medzi najlepšie 
projekty Grand Prix v kategórii krajinný a urbánny priestor. Nadnárodné ocenenie Big 
see architecture awards 2019 vyberá najkvalitnejšie projekty z 18 krajín Európy v kat-
egóriách komerčná architektúra, rezidenčná architektúra a krajinný a urbánny priestor.

Bratislava – Systém eZdravie, ktorý má obsahovať všetky informácie o pacientoch 
potrebné pre poskytovateľov zdravotnej starostlivosti, bude fungovať kvalitnejšie a bude 
prepracovanejší. Pomôcť tomu má národný projekt Úradu podpredsedu vlády SR pre 
investície a informatizáciu (ÚPVII). Ten pripravilo Národné centrum zdravotníckych infor-
mácií (NCZI). Je naň vyčlenená suma vo výške takmer 7,5 milióna eur.

Bratislava - Národný ústav tuberkulózy, pľúcnych chorôb a hrudníkovej chirurgie vo 
Vyšných Hágoch sa stane kolaboratívnym centrom Svetovej zdravotníckej organizácie 
(WHO) pre prácu s marginálnymi skupinami obyvateľstva v krajinách strednej Európy. 
Má sa tak stať prvým takýmto centrom. Inrformoval o tom informoval Ivan Solovič z 
národného ústavu.

Ide už o druhý vrtuľník, ktorý 
opravovali na základe kontraktu s agentúrou NSPA (NATO Support and Procurement 
Agency). Môžeme zhodnotiť, že práce prebiehajú v súlade so zmluvou. 

Bratislava - Vyšetrovateľ finančnej polície obvinil zo zneužitia právomoci verejného 
činiteľa manažérov Národnej banky Slovenska (NBS). Informuje o tom Polícia SR na 
svojom profile na sociálnej sieti.

Budapešť/Bratislava - Chceme, aby hlas strednej Európy – Slovenska, 
Maďarska a krajín Vyšehradskej štvorky (V4) - bolo jasne počuť, vyhlásil v pondelok v 
Budapešti slovenský minister zahraničných vecí Miroslav Lajčák (nominant Smeru-SD), 
ktorý sa tam stretol so šéfom maďarskej diplomacie Péterom Szijjártóom.

Bratislava - Prezident SR Andrej Kiska bude pri vyšetrovaní údajného vydierania 
zo strany predsedu Smeru-SD Roberta Fica súčinný. „Ukážem všetky dokumenty, ktoré 
mám k dispozícii, ktoré jasne ukážu, ako to všetko bolo a ako to vydieranie prebehlo,“ 
povedal Kiska. Pripravený vypovedať je aj predseda vlády Peter Pellegrini (Smer-SD).

Bratislava – Titul doktora vied, ktorý je na Slovensku najvyššou vedeckou 
hodnosťou, udelili  nedávno v priestoroch Univerzity Komenského v Bratislave 23 osob-
nostiam vedy. Predseda vlády Peter Pellegrini (Smer-SD) vo svojom príhovore uviedol, 
že okrem základného výskumu netreba zabúdať na aplikovaný výskum, vývoj a inovácie.

Bratislava – Ak by sa prezidentské voľby konali vo februári (11. - 23. 2.), ľudia by 
najviac volili Zuzanu Čaputovú (23,5 percenta).

4.450.000 voličov. Z toho 2.310.000 sú ženy a 2.140.000 muži. Pre 17.500 ľudí to budú 
vôbec prvé voľby, v ktorých môžu odovzdať svoj hlas. Prezidenta môže prvýkrát voliť aj 
280.000 ľudí, pre ktorých to ale nie sú úplne prvé voľby, keďže už mohli hlasovať v iných.

„Asi nie je na svete krajiny, akou 
je Slovensko, kde môžeme na takom 
malom kúsku zeme vidieť takú rôzno-
rodosť a pestrosť folklóru,“ povedal 
premiér. „Preto, čo iné ako folklór, by 
sme mali podporiť,“ dodal. Folklór a 
tradičné slovenské umenie sú podľa 
neho takým vzácnym dedičstvom, že 
na budúci rok, ak to bude potrebné, vy-
členia na ich podporu aj dvojnásobok 
tohtoročnej sumy.

Podľa Laššákovej Slovensko oplýva

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moc, aké majú kšefty s pochybnými ľuďmi, ako sa krajina rozkráda,” povedal Juraj Šeliga z 
iniciatívy Za slušné Slovensko. Ako tvrdí, ľudia na námestie v Bratislave aj v iných mestách 
prišli preto, aby ukázali, že verejnosť stále volá po slušnej a spravodlivej krajine. Predstavitelia 
iniciatívy naďalej žiadajú nezávislé vyšetrenie vraždy Kuciaka a Kušnírovej. Chcú poznať mená 
objednávateľov vraždy a zároveň odmietajú politické zásahy do vyšetrovania. Rovnako požadu-
jú dôveryhodnú vládu.

Ľuďom na Námestí SNP sa prišiel prihovoriť a poďakovať aj Kuciakov otec Jozef. Za rok od 
vraždy sa toho podľa neho udialo na Slovensku veľa. Poukázal na súčasných vládnych politi-
kov. Najsmutnejšie podľa neho je, že sa po roku ukázalo sledovanie jeho syna Jána zo strany 
bývalých príslušníkov Slovenskej informačnej služby, ale aj to, že bol lustrovaný v policajných 
databázach. “Keď zistia aj objednávateľa vraždy, protesty nemôžu prestať. Lebo toho človeka 
niečo vytvorilo, nejaké prostredie, pre aké sa on začal cítiť ako nedotknuteľný,” vyhlásil neskôr 
pre médiá. 

Na pódiu sa pred davom vystriedali herci, zástupcovia cirkví a mimovládnych organizácií, 
hudobníci i nespokojní farmári, ktorí protestujú tento týždeň v Bratislave. Prihovorili sa aj zá-
stupcovia médií. Verejné zhromaždenia pri príležitosti prvého výročia vraždy Jána Kuciaka a 
Martiny Kušnírovej zorganizovala iniciatíva Za slušné Slovensko okrem Bratislavy aj v 35 ďal-
ších slovenských mestách, rovnako aj na 22 miestach v zahraničí.

Ján Kuciak bol investigatívny novinár v redakcii spravodajského webu Aktuality.sk. Dvojicu 
mladých ľudí zavraždili 21. februára 2018 v ich dome vo Veľkej Mači výstrelmi z pištole kalibru 
9 milimetrov. Za vraždu zaplatil objednávateľ minimálne 70.000 eur. Obvinené sú zatiaľ štyri 
osoby – Alena Zs., ktorá mala za objednávku Kuciakovej vraždy zaplatiť, Tomáš Sz., ktorý mal 
strieľať, Miroslav M., ktorý ho mal na miesto činu doviezť, a Zoltán A. ako sprostredkovateľ. 
Všetci sú vo väzbe.

Slováka, ktorý bojoval o ostrov Iwo Jima

Slovenská pošta vydáva 1. marca poštovú známku s podobizňou Michaela Stranka. Rodák z 
obce Jarabina je zvečnený na kultovej fotografii Joea Rosenthala, zachytávajúcej jeden z kľúčo-
vých okamihov ťažkej bitky o pacifický ostrov Iwódžima (Iwo Jima) na prelome februára a 
marca 1945. Známka „Osobnosti: Michael Strank (1919 – 1945)“ bude mať nominálnu hodnotu 
jedno euro. Informovala o tom Jana Pôbišová zo Slovenskej pošty.

Ústredným motívom na poštovej známke je portrét Michaela Stranka. „Súčasne s poštovou 
známkou vydávame obálku prvého dňa s pečiatkou First Day Cover (FDC) s dátumom 1. mar-
ca 2019 a domicilom obce Jarabina. Motívom prítlače FDC obálky je symbolické vztyčovanie 
americkej vlajky na pacifickom ostrove Iwódžima a motívom FDC pečiatky sú náhrobné kame-
ne na cintoríne,“ opísala Pôbišová. Autorom výtvarného návrhu je Igor Piačka, autorom rytiny 
Ľubomír Žálec.

Pôbišová pripomína, že medzi rokmi 1880 až 1938 odišiel zo Slovenska do Spojených štátov 
amerických prevažne zo sociálnych dôvodov približne jeden milión obyvateľov. Uplatnili sa 
najmä v banskom a oceliarskom priemysle. „Ale mnohí z nich sa už v prvej, ale najmä v neskor-
ších generáciách, výrazne zapísali do dejín USA. Jedným z nich, o ktorom sa dlho v rodnej vlasti 
nevedelo, bol aj Michal Strenk (Michael Strank),“ doplnila. 

Michal Strenk sa narodil v rusínskej obci Jarabina v okrese Stará Ľubovňa 10. novembra 
1919. Ako šesťročný sa vysťahoval s rodičmi do Pensylvánie, kde jeho otec pracoval v oceliarni. 
Slúžil v americkej námornej pechote. „Počas vyloďovania na ostrov Iwódžima velil čate špeciál-
nych síl námornej pechoty a po dobytí hlavnej výšiny na ostrove, kopca Suribači, sa 23. februára 
1945 zúčastnil na druhom vztyčovaní americkej zástavy, symbolizujúcej ovládnutie bojiska,“ 
uviedla Pôbišová.

Fotografia z tohto aktu sa podľa jej slov stala predobrazom bronzového monumentu na vojen-
skom cintoríne v Arlingtone (pri Washingtone, DC) a mnohých reprodukcií, vrátane poštových 
známok. „Padol 1. marca 1945 v pokračujúcich bojoch na ostrove. Seržant Strenk nebol v čase 
svojho pôsobenia v americkej armáde formálnym občanom USA. Certifikát o udelení občianstva 
dostali jeho príbuzní od imigračného úradu až 29. júla 2008,“ uzatvorila.

Ako si prosím od Vás, aby ste si v modlitbách svojich spomenuli na mňa, 
tak sľubujem, že i ja budem za Vás prosiť vševládneho Boha, aby národu 
slovenskému a jeho životnej borbe za Boha a národ žehnal, aby národ

18. apríla 1947 o tretej hodine rannej.

Pán prezident Dr. Jozef Tiso si teda zasluhuje všeobecný obdiv, úctu, lásku, 
OLTÁR a tak večnú pamiatku.

Túto vďačnú lásku si zasluhujú aj všetci tí, ktorí, či ako kňazi, rehoľníci, 
rehoľné sestry alebo laici každého stavu, pred ním, s ním a po ňom obetovali 
svoje životy za Boha a národ!

K 80. výročiu vyhlásenia  
štátnej samostatnosti

Michele Ferrero, zakladateľ svetoznámeho 
výrobcu Nutelly, ktorý zomrel vo veku 89 rokov 
v roku 2015, patril medzi najbohatších ľudí na 
svete a za svojím úspechom videl Pannu Máriu. 
Spoločnosť na výrobu čokolád založil v roku 1946 
a časom sa stal producentom najznámejších sve-
tových značiek ako Mon Cheri, Kinder, Ferrero 
Rocher, Fiesta a Pocket Coffee. Čistá hodnota jeho majetku dosiahla 23,4 miliardy dolárov.

Čo veľa ľudí nevie o Ferrerovi, čo sa aj jemu samotnému podarilo ukryť pred žiarou reflektorov, je 
jeho hlboká viera. Pri príležitosti 50 výročia založenia spoločnosti povedal: “Za náš úspech vďačíme 
Panne Márii Lurdskej, bez nej by sme veľa neurobili.”

Na každom mieste sveta, kde má spoločnosť fabriku alebo akúkoľvek prevádzku, dal Michele Fer-
rero vystaviť sochu Panny Márie. Každý rok Ferrero podnikol púť do francúzskeho pútnického miesta 
Lúrd, kde sa zjavila podľa schválenia Cirkvi, Panna Mária.

Organizovanie púti do francúzskej svätyni bolo samozrejmosťou aj pre zamestnancov. Dokonca sa 
traduje, že svetoznáma čokoládová gulička Rocher vznikla podľa inšpirácie predlohy skaly zjavenia 
známej ako Rocher de Massabielle v Lourdoch.

Jeho impérium patrí v Taliansku medzi najuznávanejšie spoločnosti v oblasti kvality a starostli-
vosti o zamestnancov. “Moja jediná starostlivosť je, aby spoločnosť bola stabilná a silná, aby mohla 
všetkým svojim zamestnancom vytvoriť bezpečné miesto,” uviedol Ferrero.

Sté výročie posledného letu Milana Rastislava Štefánika sa stalo príležitosťou historicko-moder-
ného vydania leteckej mapy Slovenskej republiky, ktorú v tomto období pripravujú banskobystrickí 
kartografi. Nová mapa s doteraz nepublikovanými podobami slovenského letectva by mala uzrieť 
svetlo sveta začiatkom mája na festivale letectva v Piešťanoch, a teda presne sto rokov od tragického 
preletu generála Štefánika z Talianska na Slovensko. Informovala o tom Ivana Krchnavá z VKÚ Har-
manec s tým, že toto mimoriadne dielo pripravujú spoločne s odborníkmi zo Slovenského múzea máp 
v Kynceľovej a profesionálmi z odvetvia letectva.

„Základom mapy s názvom Storočnica M. R. Štefánika budú nedávno aktualizované mapové pod-
klady nášho územia, na ktorých bude v špeciálnej dátovej vrstve vyznačené rozdelenie vzdušného 
priestoru SR a ďalšie letecké údaje. Zároveň sa zapracúvajú polohy všetkých slovenských letísk, 
heliportov, základní leteckej záchrannej služby či informácie o riadení letovej prevádzky nad územím 
štátu. Hlavnou zvláštnosťou mapy je však to, že popri aktuálnych informáciách v nej dostane veľký 
priestor história,“ konštatovala Krchnavá.

Podľa nej aktuálne dáta a informácie pokryjú niečo viac ako polovicu diela, zvyšok budú tvoriť 
texty a ilustrácie zo storočnej histórie letectva na území SR. Väčšina obsahu, súčasného i historického, 
nebola v tejto forme ešte publikovaná.

„Všetky ilustrácie v mape sú vytvorené špeciálne pre túto príležitosť. Portréty osobností letectva 
maľujú ilustrátori ručne podľa dobových podkladov. Po prvý raz by tak mala byť publikovaná podoba 
Mikuláša Šingloviča, veliteľa letcov na povstaleckom letisku Tri Duby počas SNP. Originálny bude 
tiež portrét slovenského leteckého esa v radoch Britského kráľovského letectva počas druhej svetovej 
vojny Otta Smika. A úplne zaslúžene sa medzi zobrazených hrdinov dostane i priekopníčka, lekárka 
Oľga Kráľová-Mistríková, bez ktorej si u nás nevieme predstaviť vznik leteckej záchrannej služby,“ 
zdôraznila Krchnavá.

Mapa má teda spĺňať nielen parametre kartografického, ale i encyklopedického diela.
„Verejnosť si bude môcť pozrieť vývoj tzv. výsostných znakov vojenského letectva, čo sú symboly 

štátu, maľované na krídla a trupy lietadiel. Počas vojny tu existovalo niečo, čo sa volalo Slovenské 
vzdušné zbrane. Výsostné znaky na ich strojoch takmer v ničom nepripomínali dobovú českoslo-
venskú vlajku ani slovenské trojvršie s dvojkrížom. Bol to jednoduchý modro-biely kríž s červenou 
bodkou,“ priblížila Krchnavá.

Ako dodala, úplne nové, kreslené špeciálne pre toto vydanie mapy, budú i podoby lietadiel a vrtuľ-
níkov. A to nielen tých, ktoré počas uplynulých sto rokov zohrali dôležitú úlohu v našich dejinách, ale 
aj tých, ktoré v súčasnosti schádzajú z výrobných liniek na Slovensku.

„Mnoho obyvateľov možno zostane prekvapených, koľko typov lietadiel sa u nás vyrába,“ pozna-
menala Krchnavá.

The US Secretary of State Mike Pompeo visited 
Slovakia as part of his recent tour in Europe.

Prvý pocit odpútania sa od Zeme nastane tesne po vzlete, keď sa odpojí posledný tretí 
stupeň nosnej rakety a nastane bezváhový stav. Je to vo výške okolo 200 až 220 km, 
necelých 9 minút po štarte. Práve na tento moment svojho kozmického letu si zaspomínal 
slovenský kozmonaut Ivan Bella v relácii Pohľad na oblohu v televízii Tablet.TV. 
 Prvý slovenský kozmonaut Ivan Bella odštartoval do 
vesmíru 20. februára 1999 z kozmodromu Bajkonur na 
palube kozmickej lode Sojuz TM-29. Spolu s ním leteli 
ruský kozmonaut Viktor Michajlovič Afanasiev a jeho 
francúzsky kolega Jean-Pierre Haigneré. Po dvoch dňoch 
sa vo výške 350 kilometrov nad Zemou spojili s orbitál-
nym komplexom Mir. Na Zem sa Bella vrátil 28. februára 
spolu s ruským kozmonautom Gennadijom Padalkom, 
ktorý dovtedy na stanici Mir strávil 198 dní. Dvojica 
kozmonautov úspešne pristála v Kazachstane. 
Slovenský kozmonaut sa podieľal na šiestich vý-
skumných úlohách, z ktorých sa štyri realizovali priamo 
na palube kozmickej lode, resp. na stanici Mir. Súčasťou 
boli opäť pravidelné odbery krvi, ktorej vzorky sa v zmrznutom stave previezli na Zem, 
kde boli predmetom ďalšieho skúmania. Ivan Bella bol tiež kozmickým farmárom, keďže 
v ďalšom experimente sa zisťovalo, ako vplýva prostredie kozmu na japonské prepelice 
pred vyliahnutím a po vyliahnutí. S prepelicami sa totiž ráta ako so stravou pre kozmonau-
tov, ktorú by mohli chovať priamo vo vesmíre.

Dnes prinášajú veľa nových a zásadných poznatkov aj vesmírne sondy bez ľudskej po-
sádky, no koniec letov do vesmíru to podľa Bellu neznamená. Je totiž možné, že sa človek 
v bližšej alebo vzdialenej budúcnosti bude musieť z rôznych dôvodov adaptovať na život 
mimo svojej planéty.

Vo vesmíre strávil Ivan Bella počas 125 obehov Zeme celkovo 7 dní 21 hodín 56 minút 
19 sekúnd. Pri príležitosti 20. výročia svojho letu do kozmu plánuje usporiadať stretnutie, 
na ktoré sú pozvaní aj jeho kolegovia, kozmonauti, s ktorými mal možnosť spolupracovať.
